FITA CONSTITUTION

NAME

The name of the Federation shall be Fédération Internationale de Tir a I’ Arc and
shall be abbreviated FITA.

OBJECTIVES

The objectives of FITA, a non-profit organization according to articles 60 and fol-
lowing of the Swiss Civil Code, shall be:

* To promote and encourage Archery throughout the World in conformity with
the Olympic principles,

* Todefine and promote FITA goals;

* Toframeand interpret FITA Rulesand Regulations;

» To arrange for the organization of World Championships as Congress may es-
tablish in any discipline of Archery;

* To confirm and maintain:
World Record Scores;
- Olympic Games Record Scores,
* To maintain complete lists of scores from:
- FITA Championships;
- Olympic Games.

MEMBERSHIP

Members of FITA shall be:

*  Member Associations,

e Continental Associations;

* Associate International Federations;
e Associate Members.

Member Associations of FITA shall be National Archery Associations, one only
from each country or territory.
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1.3.21 The name of a National Archery Association must indicate the territorial extent and
tradition of that country.

1.3.22 Member Associations and Continental Associations shall recognize FITA as the In-
ternational Federation for Archery representing the FITA objectives internationaly.
Members shall be bound by its Rules, shall submit to its jurisdiction in FITA mat-
ters and shall undertake to do everything to promote its goals. Members, their offi-
cers and athletes, will be bound by the FITA Constitution and Rules and by the
FITA Code of Ethics.

1.3.2.3 No discrimination in the practice or the administration of Archery shall be alowed
against any country, association or person on grounds of gender, race, religion or
politics.

133 Associate International Federations shall recognize FITA as the International Fed-
eration for Archery representing FITA matters internationally. They shall be bound
by their agreement of co-operation with FITA and shall submit to FITA jurisdiction
in FITA matters and shall promote its goals.

134 FITA recognizes one Continental Association for each of the following five areas:

» Africa

* TheAmericas
+ Asa

* Europe

* Oceania

1.3.4.1 Theresponsibilities of the Continental Associations shall be:

* To promote and encourage Archery throughout the area in conformity with the
Olympic and FITA principles and goals;

* To arrange for the organization of Continental Championships and Interna-
tional eventsin any discipline of Archery;

* Toconfirm and maintain:
- Continental Record Scores,

* To maintain complete lists of scores from:
- Continental Championships.

FITA may delegate additional responsibilities to these Continental Associations, as

it deems appropriate in the best interest of FITA.

135 Associate Members may be individuals, institutions or companies wishing to con-
tribute substantially to FITA’s activity in promoting International Archery. They
may attend Congress and may speak, but have no vote.

1.36 Associate International Federations may be federations practicing other forms of
Archery and wishing to contribute substantially to FITA’s activity in promoting In-
ternational Archery. They may attend Congress and may speak, but have no vote.
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1.4 AFFILIATION

141 National Associations, Continental Associations and Associate International Fed-
erations wishing to become members of FITA must submit a written application
clearly stating the acceptance of the FITA Constitution and the FITA Code of Ethics
for their association and its members.

142 Applications for Member Association affiliation and Associate International Fed-
eration affiliation, must be accompanied by:

» A copy of the applicant’s current Constitution;
» A statement clearly accepting the FITA Constitution;
» The membership fee for the current year.

143 The Executive Committee will evaluate the application for Member Association af -
filiation.

1431  The Executive Committee satisfied that the application for Mem-
ber Association affiliation is in order, will announce it to all
Member Associations and to all Members of Council. If no seri-
ous objections are raised in writing within 60 days of this an-
nouncement, temporary membership will be granted until the
next Congress, when final affiliation will be submitted to a vote.
If there are any objections, the Executive Committee will exam-
ine them and decide whether or not to award temporary member -
ship.

144 Congress may decline an application for Member Association affiliation in which
case the fee paid shall be returned.

145 The Executive Committee will negotiate an agreement of co-operation with the In-
ternational Federation wishing to become an Associate International Federation.

1451  Applications from Associate International Federations will be
subject to the same procedure from National Associations pro-
viding that a satisfactory agreement of cooperation has been
reached between the Applicant and the Executive Committee of
FITA.

1.4.6 The application for Associate Member affiliation must be in writing and accompa-
nied by:

» A statement clearly accepting the FITA Constitution.
» The membership fee for the current year.

14.6.1  The Executive Committee satisfied that the application for Asso-
ciate Member affiliation is in order, will grant final affiliation
and announce it to all Members and to all Members of Council.

ORGANIZATION

FITA is governed through Laws and Bylaws. Changes to the laws may only be
made by Congress. Changes to Bylaws, after reference to the appropriate Permanent
Committee, are decided by Council.

Congress is the Senior Administrative body of FITA: to it belong all powers that are
not specifically attributed to other offices of this Constitution.

Congress elects, and to it are responsible, the following offices of FITA,
Namely:

e ThePresident;

* TheFirst Vice President;

* TheVice Presidents,

* The Council;

* TheBoard of Justice;

e The Permanent Committees;

Responsible to the Congress are al so:

* The Secretary Generdl;

* TheTreasurer;

who are appointed by the President and approved by Congress.

The President, the First Vice President and one Vice President form the Executive
Committee. They are supported by the Secretary General and an Executive Director.
They participate in all activities of the Executive Committee and Council with no
voting rights.

Persons elected to FITA offices will serve aterm of four (4) years unless otherwise
specified.

No person shall be elected to more than one body of FITA (this does not apply to
members of the Continental Association Advisory Board).

Retiring officers are eligible for re-election.

1571 The President, two Vice Presidents and three members of the
Council shall be elected at the Congress held the year after the
ummer Olympic Games.

The First Vice President, another Vice President, four other
member s of the Council and the Board of Justice shall be elected
at the Congress held three years after the Summer Olympic
Games.

1572 The Permanent Committees shall be elected as follows:

e At the Congress held the year after the Summer Olympic
Games:

- The Technical Committee;
- The Target Archery Committee;
- The Medical Committee;

The Presidents of the Continental Associations shall form the Continental Associa-
tion Advisory Board, which will meet at |east once per year with FITA Council.

CONGRESS (see also Appendix1 of Book1)

Congress is formed by the delegations of Member Associations and Continental As-
sociations, by Council and by the Permanent Committees as well as Associate
Members and Associate International Federations as specified in articles 1.3.5 -
1.3.6. Delegations are qualified to attend Congress only if the Association they rep-
resent are in good standing (see definition of good standing in Appendix1 of Bookl1,
article 3.1.6).

Each Member Association shall be allowed one voting delegate and no more than
two other delegates. Continental Associations may be represented by no more than
two delegates. Associate Members may be represented by no more than one repre-
sentative. Associate International Federations may be represented by no more than
two delegates.

Each Member Association shall have one vote. The vote of a Member Association
may be cast by proxy only by another Member Association. No Member Associa-
tion may carry more than one proxy vote. Each Member Association shall table
written authority signed by the President of the Member Association naming its vot-
ing delegate and an aternate voting delegate before the meeting starts. Each proxy
shall bein writing signed by the President of the Member Association from which it
is given to the Member Association which has accepted the proxy, and it shall be
tabled with the Secretary General prior to the start of the meeting. No Member As-
sociation may give a proxy vote unlessit isin good standing.

A Congress session shall be valid if at least 25% of the Member Associations quali-
fied to attend have registered prior to the beginning of the session.

The President or the Chairperson of Congressin Session shall have a casting vote in
the event of atie. Other Members of Council, the Secretary General and the Treas-
urer shall not serve as voting delegates or carry proxies.

Congress will discuss and decide on all matters that have been placed on the
Agenda according to article 1.6.15 and Appendix1 of Bookl, article 5.

Congress decisions are final and can only be changed by the vote of a following
Congress. Changes to Chapter 1 (the FITA Constitution) and Rules of Shooting as

laid down in Chapters 4, 7, 8 and 9 shall require a two-thirds mgjority of the votes
cast "for" or "against"; whereas changes to other chapters shall be decided by a sim-
ple majority of the votes cast "for" or "against". FITA Officers shall be elected fol-
lowing the procedure outlined in Appendix1 of Book1, article 6.7.

The President shall preside at all meetings of Congress at which heis present. In the
absence of the President, the First Vice President shall preside, or, if neither are pre-
sent, a Member of Council other than the Secretary General or the Treasurer. If
none of these are present, then a voting delegate shall be elected as Chairperson.

The Executive Committee shall convene the Ordinary Session of Congress at the
time of every Outdoor Target World Championship either immediately before or af -
ter the Outdoor Target Archery World Championships and in the same geographic
location. However Congress will be held every two years in case the Outdoor Tar-
get Archery Championship does not take place.

The Executive Committee shall convene an Extraordinary Session of Congress on
the written request of Council or a simple majority of the Member Associations.

The notice convening an Extraordinary Session of Congress shall state clearly the
object for which the meeting is being called. The only business which shall take
place at an Extraordinary Session of Congress shall be the special business for
which such amesting is called.

Motions and Proposals for changing the Laws may be submitted to the Secretary
Genera only by Member Associations, Continental Associations, the President or
Council. (For Procedure see Appendix1 of Book1l, article 6.4)

16.12.1 This submission shall be at least two hundred and forty (240)

days prior to Congress.

Motions and Proposals for changing the Bylaws may be submitted to the Secretary
Genera only by Member Associations, Continental Associations, the President or
Council. (For Procedure see Appendix 1 of Book 1, article 6.6)

The Secretary Genera will distribute all motions and proposals for changing the
Laws to the relevant Permanent Committees for review, collation and recommenda-
tions.

1.6.14.1 Thisdistribution shall be within 5 working days.

1.6.14.2 The Committees recommendations on submitted motions and
proposals will be sent to the Secretary General, along with any
motions or proposals from the Permanent Committees within
their respective terms of reference two hundred and fifteen (215)
days prior to Congress.

1.6.14.3 The Secretary General will distribute these motions and propos-

als to all Member Associations, Continental Associations and
Members of Council two hundred (200) days prior to Congress.

Any amendments to motions and proposals for changing the Laws shall be sent to
the Secretary Generdl:

1.6.15.1 No later than one hundred and forty days (140) prior to Con-
gress; after which time no amendments to motions and proposals
will be permitted.

Eighty (80) days prior to Congress, the Secretary General will
collate and distribute to all Members of FITA, Members of Coun-
cil, Honorary Officers, Board of Justice and Permanent Commit-
tees:

» The Congress Agenda;

e The Treasurer's Report, the audited income and expenditure
account and balance sheet, the financial programs and the
Auditor's Report;

e The Annual Report, including FITA goals;

e The Motions and Proposals, including comments by the rele-
vant Committees;

e The Permanent Committees' Reports;
» Thelist of nominations for offices received by that date.

1.6.16  The Chairperson of Congress has the right to submit compromise motions.
1.6.17  The Secretary Genera will announce to all Member Associations the positions to be

elected at Congress.
1.6.17.1

One hundred eighty (180) days prior to Congress the nomination
formswill be distributed.

1.6.18 Nominations for positions will be submitted only by Member Associations.

The person nominated must include a written statement by the
candidate that he/she belongs to a Member Association and is
willing to accept such office, if elected. If no nomination for an
office is received, then nominations for that office will be ac-
cepted from the floor of Congress.

Those nominations sent to the Secretary General and postmarked
at least ninety (90) days prior to the date of the Congress will be
distributed in accordance with article 1.6.15. Nominations with a
postmark of fewer than ninety (90) days prior to the date of Con-
gress must be received by the Secretary General at least 2 days
before the start of Congress.

1.6.19 Congress Sessions will be recorded and the minutes are distributed.

The Secretary General will, within six months of the end of Con-
gress, distribute the Congress Minutes to all Members of FITA,
Honorary Officers, Members of Council and Members of Perma-
nent Committees.

Every participant in Congress may regquest to have his words
minuted in full. In this case he must provide a written and signed
text before the end of the session at which he has spoken.

Trandation services in at least the official languages of FITA
will be available at all sessions of Congress.

1620 Any Member Association, Continental Association, the President, Members of
Council, or FITA Permanent Committees may introduce motions in a conceptual
form. If the concept is approved by Congress, then the appropriate Committee(s)
will write the rules and make the necessary changes to implement the concept.
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Council will review and approve the rules proposed by the Committee(s) - (see Ap-
pendix1 of Book1, article 6.4.1).

1.7 THE PRESIDENT

171 The President represents FITA, presides over Congress, Council and Executive
Committee meetings and is an "ex officio” member of all Committees.

172 At every Congress, the President will present areport on the administration and ac-
tivities of the Federation and a program of activities for the period up to the next
Congress.

173 The President, in the event of an emergency situation at any FITA Championship,
has the authority to temporarily make any rule changes that he deems necessary to
protect the best interests of FITA.

174 The President may delegate a Vice President or, if that is impractical, another offi-
cer of FITA to represent the Federation at significant events or meetings.

175 The President will designate the Chairpersons of the Permanent Committees from
those members el ected by Congress.

1.8 THE VICE PRESIDENTS

181 There will be one First Vice President and three Vice Presidents.

182 The First Vice President will represent the President if he is unable to attend a func-
tion and has appointed no other delegate.

183 Each Vice President will have liaison with and oversight of various aspects of
FITA.

1.9 THE SECRETARY GENERAL

191 The Secretary General is the officer responsible for the correct and efficient func-
tioning of FITA's administration.

192 Therole of the Secretary General is as follows;

1921 To assist the President in representing FITA in the Olympic
Family;

19.22  Toapprovethe official FITA publications;

19.23 Toact as mentor for the Executive Director.

193 He may participate in all activities of the Executive Committee and Council without
voting rights. The Secretary General shall have voting rights in all aspects relating to Ar-
ticle1.10.2.

194 The Secretary General is an ex officio member of the C& R Commiittee.
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1.10 THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR

1.10.1  The Executive Director isin charge of the Executive office of FITA and its staff.

1.10.2 The Executive Director is appointed by the Executive Committee, approved by
Council and paid for by FITA funds.

1.10.3 By virtue of his office the Executive Director has the authority to manage the day-
to-day affairs of FITA and carry out the instructions of the Executive Committee,
Council and Congress.

1.10.3.1 Theprimary tasksare:
» The supervision of the Executive Office;

» Thetimely distribution of relevant information to Member As-
sociations and Members of the Council;

» The editing of the Official Bulletins;

» The preparation of Congress meetings,

* Thekeeping and distribution of Congress Minutes;
» The preparation of Council meetings,

» Thekeeping and distribution of Council Minutes,

» The preparation of Executive Committee meetings;

* The keeping and distribution of Executive Committee Min-
utes;

» The processing of temporary affiliations;

» Thekeeping of Records as specified in article 1.2.1;
» Thekeeping of scores as specified in article 1.2.1;

* Thedistribution of FITA Awards.

1104 Hemay participate in all activities of the Executive Committee and Council without
voting rights.

1.11 THE TREASURER

1.11.1  The Treasurer, subject to the authority of the President, will keep an orderly account
of FITA finances.

11111 Theprimary tasksare:
» The keeping of income and expenditure accounts,
» The keeping of balance sheets;
» The keeping of accounts relative to each Member Associa-
tion;
* The keeping of accounts relative to each section of the
budget;

» The preparation of financial information necessary for Con-
gress, Council and Executive Committee meetings.

The Treasurer will prepare annually a detailed budget for Council approval.

The Treasurer will present a report and audited accounts to Council annually and to
Congress every two years.

COUNCIL

Council is made up of:

*  ThePresident;

* TheFirst Vice President;

* ThreeVice Presidents;

*  Seven other members.

And the following ex-officio members with full participation rights but no vote:
* The Secretary Generdl;

* TheTreasurer;

*  The Chairperson of the C& R Committee.

Except for the ex-officio members, there will be no more than two members from
one Member Association.

Council isthe governing body of FITA between the meetings of Congress; therefore
it represents Congress during that time. Council shall meet at |east once ayear.

1.12.2.1 Council may meet physically or through the use of any other si-
multaneous, recorded communication tool.

1.12.2.2 Council may use postal questionnaires or call extraordinary ses-
sions of Congress where necessary.

An extraordinary meeting of Council will be convened on request of the Executive
Committee, or amajority of the total number of Council members.

1.12.3.1 The Executive Director will send the notice of the meeting to all
Council Members at least ten (10) days before the meeting and
include the agenda of the meeting.

The quorum for a Council meeting or vote shall be the mgjority of its members with
voting powers.

Council decisions will be made by a simple majority of votes expressed.

1.125.1 Council may make its decisions by postal, electronic, telegraphic
or faxed vote. Votes reaching the Secretary General after the
date specified will not be considered.

Council will:
*  Overseetheimplementation of FITA goals;
» Approve yearly aprogram of activity along the lines established by Congress;

* Approve an annual budget allocating funds for the implementation of FITA ac-
tivities (Council, Permanent Committees, ad hoc committees, projects);

* Allocate funds to Continental Associations;
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e Consider for approval the annual report of the Treasurer;

e Appoint aVice President to become a member of the Executive Committee on
an annual basis;

» Refer tasks to Permanent and ad hoc Committees within those Committees' re-
spective terms of reference;

» Consider for approval any appointment to the position of Executive Director;

» Approve any additional positionsto the FITA office;

»  Appoint ad hoc committees as necessary;

e Appoint FITA Technical Delegates for Olympic Games and FITA Champion-
ships;

*  Appoint Judges as required on the recommendation of the Judges Committee;

* Review and approve the rule changes following Congress decisions as submit-
ted by the relevant committees for publication in the FITA Constitutions and
Rules (see article 1.6.20);

* Decide on sanctions proposed by the Board of Justice (C&R Bookl, article

1.15.6;

» Decide on appeals against denial of re- accreditation (C&R Book1, App.4, arti-
cle3.3;

* Decide on doping matters according to C&R Bookl, App.5, Art. 10.5.3; 12.1;
12.2:12.3;

Approve bylaw changes;

 Control that Member Associations comply with the FITA Anti-Doping Rules
(see Book1; App.5; Art. 12) and with the World Anti Doping Code.

« Approve rules for Ski-Archery as recommended by the ad hoc Ski-Archery

Committee.

* Approve rules for Run-Archery as recommended by the ad hoc Run-Archery
Committee.

« Approve rules for 3D Archery as recommended by the ad hoc FITA-3DI Com-
mittee.

1.12.7  Should any vacancies occur in Council, or should members of Council fail to re-
spond to Council matters for a period of six (6) consecutive months and/or fail to
attend two (2) consecutive Council meetings, the Executive Committee may declare
those members inactive. The Executive Committee will refer to the records of the
last Congress at which Council Members were elected to fill the vacancy with the
individual who received the highest number of votes but was not elected to Council
at that time, provided that the person recorded at |east 35% of the votes cast in the
first ballot. If that person does not meet that criterion, the Executive Committee will con-
sult with the remaining members of Council before appointing the replacement member.
The replacement will serve only until the next Congress.

1.12.8  The minutes of Council meetings (including the budget) will be published and cir-
culated to all FITA membersand FITA officias.
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1.13 THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE
1.13.1  Thefollowing executive officers of Council will form the Executive Committee:
e ThePresident;
* Thefirst Vice President;
* A VicePresident.
The Vice President will be appointed by Council on an annual basis.
Any two of these will form a quorum.
The Secretary General and the Executive Director will support the Executive Com-
mittee and participate without voting rights (see article 1.33 Signature).

1.13.2  Each Committee decision will be made by a simple mgjority.

1.13.3  The Executive Committee will handle al routine business and make decisions of a
routine nature.

1.13.4  The Executive Committee will cause proper books of accounts to be kept.

1135 The Executive Committee will appoint a FITA Anti-Doping Administrator.

1.13.6  The Executive Committee will nominate the FITA Anti-Doping Panel (see Book1;
App.5; Art. 8.1.1).

1.13.7  The Executive Committee will appoint a TUE panel (Therapeutic Use Exemption)
(see Bookl; App.5; Art. 4.4.3).

1.13.8 The Executive Committee may provisionally suspend an athlete in case of doping
(see Bookl; App.5; Art. 7.4).

1.14 THE BOARD OF JUSTICE (see Appendix 3 of Book1)

1141 Congress will elect a Board of Justice of five members to investigate alleged
breaches of the FITA Constitution and Rules (except anti-doping violations), and/or
the FITA Ethic Code (see Appendix2 of Bookl, FITA Ethic Code) by Member As-
sociations, their members or by other Members of FITA.

1.14.2  Each member of the Board of Justice must belong to a different Member Associa-
tion.

1.14.3  TheBoard will elect its own Chairperson.

1.14.4  Casescan be submitted to the Board of Justice by:

e ThePresident;

»  The Council;

*  The Executive Committee;

*  Member Associations;

e Judges, or Juries of Appeal, for cases arising in tournaments under their super-
vision.

1.145 Theexamination of acase will include afair hearing of al partiesinvolved.
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1146 A member of the Board of Justice cannot be President of a Member Association.
1.14.7  Every case will be sent to the Secretary General for referral to the Board of Justice.
1.15 SANCTIONS (except violations of the FITA Anti-Doping Rules)

1.15.1 The Board of Justice will submit a detailed report on each examined case that will
also propose:

» Dismissa of the case asirrelevant;
e Acquittal;
e  Sanctionsto be imposed.
1152  Sanctions can be:
e Public reprimand,
*  Withdrawal of record recognition;
e Withdrawal of awards and prizes;
¢ Temporary suspension up to one year;
* Expulsion from FITA.

1.15.3 An expelled Member Association or one or more of its members may re-apply for
membership after one year has elapsed. This application will be considered by the
next Congress.

1154  Applications submitted according to article 1.15.3 will be dealt with by Council,
which will circulate it with a recommendation to all Member Associations and
submit the application for ratification by Congress.

1155 The costs to FITA of the investigation of a case may be claimed from the party
found guilty.

1.15.6  Board of Justice recommendations for sanctions will be ratified by Council. In cases
brought against elected officers for alleged misuse of office, or if the expulsion of a
Member Association is recommended, the recommendation will be circulated to al
Member Associations and submitted for ratification by Congress.

1.15.7  Council, or Congress decisions, as the case may be, are final but subject to article
1.30.

1.15.8  All sanctions will be communicated to the parties concerned, to all Member Asso-
ciationsand to all FITA Judges within ten (10) days from the date of ratification.

1.16 THE PERMANENT COMMITTEES

Association.

Theterm of officeisfour years.

Should any vacancy occur in a Committee, the Executive Committee, in consulta-
tion with the relevant Committee, will appoint a new member. Should a member of
any Permanent Committee fail to respond to committee matters for a period of six
(6) consecutive months, the Executive Committee may declare that member inac-
tive and appoint an additional member to enable that Committee to fulfil its duties.
The appointment will be made in consultation with the remaining active members
of the relevant Committees.

COURT OF ARBITRATION FOR SPORT

An Appeal may be made against a ratified decision of the FITA Board of Justice,
the equivalent highest internal tribunal of Member Associations or against decisions
concerning Anti-Doping violations (see Book1; App.5; Article 13).

These appeals can only be made for decisions not related to the archery sport regu-
lations as contained in Book 2 - 5 of the FITA Constitution and Rules.

Any appea shall be made exclusively to the Court of Arbitration for Sport in
Lausanne, Switzerland, which will resolve the dispute definitively in accordance
with the Code of Sports-related arbitration. The maximum time limit for the appeal
istwenty-one (21) days after the receipt of the original decision.

RESPONSIBILITY

FITA shall in no circumstances accept liability for damages resulting from injury to
spectators or to members of any Member Association or from the damage to or loss
of property while participating in or attending any championship, tournament or
other function organized, sponsored or recognized by FITA.

RESIGNATION FROM MEMBERSHIP

A Member may resign from FITA by sending it in aregistered letter to the Secretary
General.

The subscription fee for the current year is to be paid in full whatever the date of
resignation.

ADMISSION

Athletes in archery who wish to participate in Championships, Games, International
and National Tournaments, which are recognized, controlled or directed by FITA or
a Member Association, who practice the sport in one or more of the various disci-
plines adopted by FITA, and in accordance with the established laws and bylaws
governing archery within FITA, must be affiliated to a Member Association.

To be €ligible to participate in the FITA Championships, Awards and World Re-
cord Tournaments and such other events as FITA may recognize and specify, ath-
letes must comply with laws and bylaws laid down in the FITA Eligibility Code.

To be eligible to participate in the Olympic Games and Regional or Area Games, an
athlete must comply with the Olympic Charter of the International Olympic Com-
mittee and its Bye-Laws (see Appendix7) and the FITA Eligibility Code.

Participation in events organized by any individual or association not affiliated to
FITA is permitted. The Executive Committee reserves the right to prohibit partici-
pation in any event which it determines is prejudicial to the best interest of FITA.
Notice of any such prohibitions will be given to Member Associations prior to such
event.

No athlete or official who has been declared ineligible may, during the period of in-
dliqgibility, participate in any capacity in an Event or activity authorized or organized
by FITA or any Member Association.

ELIGIBILITY CODE (see Appendix7 of Book1)

Athletes will respect the spirit of fair play and non-violence, and behave accord-
ingly on the sportsfield.

Athletes will refrain from using substances and procedures prohibited by the laws
of FITA, the IOC and WADA and will respect and comply in all aspects with the
FITA and the World Anti-Doping Code.

An athlete may allow his or her person, name, picture or sport performances to be
used for advertising purposes and may accept prizes and/or money without any re-
striction or limit (see Appendix7 Bye-Law to Rule 45 article 4).

A Jury of Appea of three members will be appointed by the Executive Committee
for every FITA Championship.

Appeals against rulings by the Judges must be presented, in writing, by Team Cap-

tains, or appellants if no Team Captain has been designated. No appeal can be made

against the value of an arrow.

Indoor Target Archery Championships will be decided on a Qualification Round
consisting of the 18m FITA Indoor Round followed by an Indoor Match Round.
The schedule will depend on the number of athletes per class and division, and the
space available.

Field Archery Championships will be decided on a FITA World Championship
Field Round.

Archery competitions may be shot at nighttime provided suitable lighting condi-
tions can be supplied and athletes can practise under such conditions.

The President may adjust the schedule of Championships or Games to accommo-
date any reasonable requirement of TV broadcasters. Such an adjustment is to be
made with the cooperation of the Organizers. Any adjustment must take into ac-
count, as a priority, the interests of the athletes who must be informed of changes as
soon as possible.

Tobacco and Alcohol advertising and sponsorship are forbidden at FITA World
Championships.
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3.21 PROGRAM AND PROTOCOL

3.21.1 The Program and Protocol will be established by the Co-ordination Committee and
be published in the invitation to the Championships.

3.22.1 FITA Championships are majestic occasions, honoured by the attendance of many
dignitaries. It is therefore respectful and fitting that all athletes, Team Captains, Of-
ficids, etc., participating in the Opening and Closing Ceremonies, should be prop-
erly and fully dressed in the uniform dress of their respective Member Associations.

Tracksuits supplied to the team, as official uniform will be
permitted.

All members of one team, men or women must be dressed in
the same Team uniform.

Round for the Olympic Round, when organized in accordance with article 6.5.
6.4.2 The FITA Standard Round Awards can be gained on the scores obtained in a FITA

Standard Round. This can be held concurrently with the shooting of the 50 and 30
meters distances of afull FITA Round.
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6.4.3 The FITA Target Award can be gained on scores achieved in one of the rounds
mentioned in article 6.3.4.

6.4.4 The FITA Arrowhead Badge can be gained on the total score obtained in an Arrow-
head Round, as specified in the articles 6.3.5.3; 6.3.5.4 and 4.5.3.

6.4.5 The awards, defined in article 6.3, can be gained at Tournaments organized by
Member Associations and recognized by FITA for which each Member Association
will pay a fee established by Council within the maximum amount established by
Congress.

6.4.6 A Member Association intending to organize such a tournament must fulfil the fol-
lowing requirements:

6.4.6.1  Mail the announcement to the Secretary General at least one
month before the first day of shooting (see article 4.8.2.2).

6.4.6.2 Mail the announcement to other Member Associations, if the
tournament is international, at least sixty (60) days before.

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APPENDIX 1

STANDING ORDERS - CONGRESS PROCEDURES

1 CONSTITUTIONAL RULES

11 Congress will take place as set out in article 1.6 of the Constitution and the length of
time it takes will depend on the complexity of the agenda.

12 The Standing Orders are for the guidance and assistance of the organizers and del egates
to Congress.

1.3 The Standing Orders may, under specia circumstances, be suspended. Any suspension
will require a motion proposing it and the reasons for the motion will need to be pro-
vided. The motion will need to be passed with a 2/3 mgjority. The Constitutional article
1.6 cannot under any circumstance be included in any such motion.

2 CONGRESS VENUE

2.1 The Congress venue is the responsibility of the organizers. Arrangements will be made
in cooperation with and the approval of the FITA Executive Committee.

21.1 The Congress hall must be large enough to accommodate seating fa-
cilities for the Council (maximum 14 members) at the main table,
preferably on raised platform. The delegates should be seated in a
semicircle or horseshoe shape with the delegates on the outside of
the tables only. If the hall is not large enough to permit that type of
seating arrangement, then delegates will be seated at tables in rows
(classroom like). Nameplates will be placed on the tables for Coun-
cil. Member Associations will have a plate with the name of their
country in English or French using the accepted three-letter abbre-
viation of each country. The countries are placed in alphabetical or-
der clockwise, starting on the left as seen from the platform. Perma-
nent Committees will be grouped together unless members are also
representing a Member Association in which case this seating posi-
tion will take preference. (For numbers in attendance, see Clause 3).

2.1.2 Technical facilities will be provided in the hall. They include simul-
taneous translation equipment for English and French, earphones
for all delegates, a number of microphones (to be determined in con-
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sultation with the Executive Committee), and tape-recording facili-
ties. Should any other equipment be necessary the Executive Com-
mittee will advise the organizers as soon as possible.

2.13 The FITA Flag will be displayed, preferably on the wall behind the
Council. The special emblem for the occasion (World Championship)
may be placed in front of the platform or on the sidewalls.

214 A FITA office will be provided in consultation with the Executive
Committee. There will be the normal facilities made available for the
Secretariat including computer and photocopying facilities for pre-
paring the Congress Minutes and other communications that may be
required through the FITA office.

215 The Organizing Committee will be responsible for providing transla-
tors for English-French and typist(s) for English and French.

216 Arrangements will be made for luncheons for delegates and others
attending Congress on the two days.

2.1.7 The Organizing Committee will ensure that there are sufficient

rooms for the small group meetings to discuss the Goals of FITA.
These “small rooms’ may include arranging furniture in the main
hall so that there is appropriate space for small groups to meet.

3 ATTENDANCE

31 Congress is made up of various groups of persons:

311 FITA Council.

312 Member Associations with up to three representatives, Continental Associations with
up to two representatives, Associate International Federations with two representatives
and Associate Members with one representative each.

3.1.21  Delegates may have an interpreter, if necessary, who carries out no
other duties, and isin addition to the maximum number of delegates
allowed.

313 Member Associations may nominate a proxy provided that proxy is a Member in good
standing.

314 FITA Permanent Committee members.

3.15 FITA Honorary President(s) and Vice-President(s), if any, are aways welcome in Con-
gress.

3151  Guest speaker(s) may beinvited to address the Congress.

3.1.5.2  Technical personnel and stewards shall be appointed by the Orga-
nizing Committee in liaison with the FITA Executive Committee.
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3.1.5.3  Photographers and reporters from the press and television may enter
at the beginning of a meeting. The Secretary General will tell them
when they must |eave the hall.

3.1.54  FITA Officers and all delegates present in Congress must sign an at-
tendance register at the table set up for this purpose with two stew-
ardsin charge.

3.1.6 Only Members in good standing may attend Congress. ‘In good standing’ means hav-
ing paid their membership fees up to and including that of the current year, and any
other invoices in the deadlines established by Council.

4 CONGRESS DOCUMENTS

4.1 The FITA Executive Committee is responsible for providing the following Congress
documents:

41.1 Agendas, Motions, Reports, Interpretations, current FITA Goals and
the Minutes shall be issued in advance according to the Constitu-
tion;

412 Committee Reports according to their respective terms of reference.
Additional Reports may be presented in Congress only by prior ar-
rangement with the Executive Committee;

4.1.3 Lists of candidates, including their curriculum vitae, nominated by
Member Associations for the elections scheduled for that Congress;

414 Ballot papers,

415 Any other documents that may be specially called for.

4.1.6 Attendance Register prepared for Sgnatures,

417 The Secretary General will prepare and issue to Member Associa-
tions in advance of Congress and at Congress special forms for
nominations.

5 THE AGENDA

51 The purpose of the Agendais to ensure the business of Congressis dealt with in proper
order and that no item of importance is omitted, as well as giving the delegates advance
information of what isto be placed before the Congress.

5.2 The order of the items on the Agendais arranged at the discretion of the President and
the Secretary General. The following items are usually placed on the Agendain the fol-
lowing order:
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521 Opening of the Congress,

522 Report of Registration;

523 Apologies for absence;

524 The President's Opening Remarks,

525 Small group discussions on FITA Goals;

» These small groups will be arranged by the Secretary General
and advised to delegates on registration.

» Each group will have a person to chair the group and another
person to take notes of any recommendations to change the
Goals. These people will be appointed by the President.

» The recommendations will be collated by the FITA office staff,
with other assistance as necessary, and circulated to Council
members and del egates as soon as possible.

5.2.9 The President's Report;

5.2.10 Decision on proposed sanctions of the Board of Justice (C&R Book 1
article 1.15.6;

5.2.12 Motions and amendments;

5.2.13 Proposals and amendments to proposals,

5.2.14 Committee Reports and Interpretations;

5.2.15 Presentation of the recommendations of the discussion groups on
FITA Goals for Congress's guidance and consideration by Council;

5.2.16 Elections of officers;

5.2.17 Elections of Committees;

5.2.18 Allocation of Championships;

5.2.19 Any Other Business; including questions arising from Congress mat-
ters not covered by the Agenda that delegates may request permis-
sion to raise. These should be in writing and handed to the Secretary
General before Congress;

5.2.20 Vote of Thanks;

5.2.21 Closure of the Congress.

53 Items on the Agenda should generally be taken in the order they are listed, except that
at the discretion of the President proposals to vary the order may be alowed provided
the reasons that may make this desirable are clearly explained.

54 A date for Congress decisions to come into effect must be agreed by Congress and al-
low sufficient time for all Member Associations to be officially advised before that
date.
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6 RULES OF PROCEDURE AT CONGRESS IN SESSION

6.1 The President
The President is the senior officer of FITA and as such the President's dignity and
precedence should always be upheld and respected by everyone in Congress. When the
President rises to speak, delegates shall take their seats.
Matters arising from different understandings of the order and procedure at Congress
shall be clarified by C&R and voted on by Congress. In respect of matters of order and
procedure not covered in the Constitution and Rules or these Standing Orders the
President's ruling shall befinal.

6.2 The Delegates
All delegates in Congress have the right to speak.

6.2.1 A delegate must signify his’/her wish to speak ("take the floor™) by
holding up one hand;

6.2.2 Should several delegates request to speak at the same time, the
President will call them one by one in the order each "catches the
President’s eye" - or by listing the delegates and calling out the or-
der. If it's a controversial subject it may be necessary to call "those
for" and "those against" alternately in fairly equal numbers. Such
arrangements are at the President's discretion.

6.2.3 A delegate, when speaking, should usually rise in his’her place or
walk to a rostrum if such is provide. Each speaker must always ad-
dressthe President ("the Chair™).

6.2.4 Every speaker must start by giving his’her name followed by the
Member Association or Continental Association represented or by
indicating the status as Vice President, Council or Committee mem-
ber. This is required to identify to Congress and on the tape re-
cordings who is speaking.

6.2.5 A delegate when speaking will not be interrupted except by another
delegaterising to a "point of order” or by the President.

6.2.6 A delegate when speaking must keep to the subject under discussion.

6.2.7 For delegates voting, consult article 1.6 of the Constitution and
Clause 6.6 of these Rules.

Congress may resolve to move into Committee for special matters.
Thisisreferred to as being "in Committee" or "in Camera”. This al-
lows for less formality and delegates are not restricted to one speech
only. Discussions are not to be minuted and tape recording will be
suspended. While "in Committee" a statement or proposal will be
decided on the matter that was discussed which will be announced
when Congressis resumed and will be minuted.

6.3 The Minutes
The Minutes of a previous Session of Congress having been circulated in advance will
be taken "as read'. The adoption of the Congress Minutes is usually proposed by the
Chairman. Discussion on the Minutes will be restricted to their accuracy. Any proposed
correction in the Minutes must be carried by a majority of those delegates present at the
previous Congress Session. The President will sign and date the adopted Minutes and
initial any corrections.

6.4 Motions for laws (see article 1.6.12)

6.4.1 Motions are modifications, alterations or revisions of the Constitution and Rules sub-
mitted for consideration by Congress. Notices of Motion are presented according to the
Constitution. Motions usually state the new wording to be used or express a clear con-
cept. Motions must be positive.

6.4.1.1  When compiling the agenda, motions are arranged in proper se-
guence according to part of the Constitution and Rules they seek to
change.

6.4.1.2  The delegate presenting the motion is invited to speak first. The mo-
tion is then open for discussion.

6.4.1.3  Delegates are requested to speak once only on the same motion, but
may at the President's discretion be allowed to speak again;

6.4.1.4  The President may during the discussion turn to a speaker and re-
quest some additional information or explanation.

6.4.1.5  The delegate who presented the motion will be given the opportunity
to reply asthe last speaker before the motion is put to a vote.

6.4.1.6  ThePresident may propose atime limit for each speech according to
prevailing circumstances.

6.4.1.7 Every delegate who wishes to speak should, if at all possible, be
given the opportunity to do so.

6.4.1.8  Speakersshould at all times refrain from repetition and must keep to
the subject under discussion. Failure to do so may require the Presi-
dent to call the delegate to order, and, if repeated, may rule the
delegate out of order and so prevent the speaker from continuing.
A motion may be withdrawn by the mover before it is presented to Congress. When a
motion is before Congress it may be withdrawn only by consent of mover and sup-
ported by Congress.

A motion carried by Congress may not be repeaed later at the same Congress.

An amendment to a motion is subject to the same general principles as the original mo-
tion and must be presented in accordance with articles 1.6.12 and 15. An amendment
must be directly relevant to the original motion and must be positive. More than one
amendment may be moved, but only one amendment shall be laid before the Congress
at onetime.

The order in which amendments will be discussed on the floor of Congress will be de-
cided by the Secretary General.
6.44.1  The amendments will be placed in logical order based on the posi-
tion of the original motion.
6.4.4.2 If it appears to the mover of an amendment that the order of its
placement alters the intention, the mover may seek to have the order
changed and Congress will determine whether to change it or not.
A delegate may move that "the question be put”. If this is carried the mover of the
original motion will be given the opportunity and right to reply. A vote is then to be
taken immediately.

A delegate may move a motion to "lie on the table" and if carried, no further discussion
will take place at that Congress.

A motion or amendment may, at the discretion of the President and with the approval
of Congress, be divided into separate parts, provided the intention and meaning of the
motion remains unchanged. A vote on each separate part will then take place.

A motion or an amendment to a motion, to change Chapter 1 and Chapters4, 7, 8 and 9
require a two-thirds majority vote. Motions and amendments to change other chapters
require a simple mgjority vote for adoption.

Motions and/or amendments that have been adopted by Congress come into effect on
April 1 of the year following Congress unless a different date is specified.
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6.5 Proposals for laws

6.5.1 A proposal does not involve amendments to the Constitution and Rules. Proposals ex-
press an opinion, a suggestion, an offer, atask, a plan or arequest that is being laid be-
fore Congress for consideration.

6.5.1.1 Proposals are placed on the Agenda as appropriate to their refer-
ence to the Laws and Bylaws.

6.5.1.2  Amendments to proposals may be proposed and dealt with in the
same way as motions.

6.5.2 Proposals require a simple mgjority vote for adoption.

6.6 Procedure for Motions and Proposals for Bylaws

6.6.1 Motions on Bylaws or changes in Bylaws, including their deletions, may be submitted
to the Secretary General by Member Associations, Continental Associations, the Presi-
dent, Council, or the Permanent Committees from within their respective terms of ref-
erence.

6.6.1.1  The Secretary General will refer all motions for Bylaws to the rele-
vant Permanent Committees for review and recommendation.

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APPENDIX 2

FITA CODE OF ETHICS

The FITA Code of Ethicsis based on the IOC Code of Ethics and aims to preserve the highest
possible ethical values that govern FITA, its officers and the entire Archery family.

PREAMBLE

FITA and each of its officials and members, the candidate cities for the World Champion-
ships, the Organizing Committees of World and other Championships, the officers of Conti-
nental Associations and the National Member Associations concerned (known as "the FITA
family") restate their commitment to the FITA Constitution and the Olympic Charter and, in
particular, its fundamental principles. The FITA family affirms its loyalty to the Olympic
ideal inspired by Pierre de Coubertin.

Consequently, within the organization of the World Championships, the Olympic games
and other FITA recognized events, the FITA family undertakes to respect, and to ensure re-
spect of the following rules:

Dignity

Safeguarding the dignity of the individual is a fundamental requirement of
Olympism.

There will be no discrimination between participants on the basis of race, gender,
ethnic origin, religion, philosophical or political opinion, marital status or other
grounds.

No practice that leads to any form of physical or mental injury to the participants
will be tolerated. All and any doping practices at al levels are strictly prohibited.
The provisions against doping in the World Anti-Doping Code will be scrupulously
observed.

All forms of harassment against participants, be it physical, mental, professional or
sexual, are prohibited.

The FITA family will guarantee the athletes conditions of safety, well-being and
medical care favourable to their physical and mental equilibrium.

Integrity

The FITA family or its representatives will not, directly or indirectly, solicit, accept
or offer any concealed remuneration, commission, benefit or service of any nature
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connected with the organization of the World Championships or their function as
FITA officia.

Any unsolicited commission, remuneration, benefit or service of any nature that is
received by a FITA officer or staff member, needs to be declared in writing to the
FITA office within 30 days of receipt when the total value is higher than 150 US$.

At the end of the year the Ethics Commission will review all of the declared cases
and may decide that the beneficiary of such benefits may be FITA, or that the bene-
fits must be returned to its origin.

2. Only gifts of nominal value (max of 150 US$), in accordance with prevailing local
customs, may be given or accepted by members of the FITA family, as a mark of
respect or friendship. Any other gift must be passed on to the organization of which
the beneficiary is a member. If the beneficiary is member of several organizations,
the Ethics Commission will decide on the final destination.

Any gifts of a higher value than 150 US$ must be declared in writing to the FITA
office and the Ethics Commission will decide on the final destination for the gift.

3. The hospitality shown to the members and staff of the FITA family, and the persons
accompanying them, should not exceed the standards prevailing in the host country.

Travel arrangements that are offered by organizers or national federations (except
the one of which the officer is member), which are not foreseen in a co-operative
agreement with the organizer or with the national federation and FITA must be de-
clared to the Ethics Commission before the trip is taken. The Ethics Commission
may suggest to the person to decline the invitation if thisinvitation is contrary to the
ethics code.

4, The FITA family will avoid any conflict of interest between the organization to
which they belong and any other organization within the Olympic Movement. If a
conflict of interest arises, or if there is a danger of this happening, the parties con-
cerned must inform the FITA Executive Committee, which will take appropriate
measures.

5. The members of the FITA family will use due care and diligence in fulfilling their
mission. They must not act in a manner likely to tarnish the reputation of the Arch-
ery and Olympic Movement.

6. The FITA family must not be involved with firms or persons whose activity isin-
consistent with the principles set out in the Olympic Charter and the present Code.
7. The members of the FITA family will neither give, nor accept, instructions to vote

or intervene in a given manner within the organs of FITA.

3 Resources

1 The resources of the FITA family may be used only for Archery and Olympic pur-
pOSes.

2. The income and expenditure of the FITA family will be recorded in the accounts,

which must be maintained in accordance with generally accepted accounting princi-
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ples. These accounts will be checked by an independent auditor. They may be sub-
jected to auditing by an expert designated by the FITA Executive Committee.

The FITA family recognizes the significant contribution that broadcasters, sponsors,
partners and other supporters of sports events make to the devel opment and prestige
of the Olympic Games throughout the world.

However, such support must be in a form consistent with the rules of sport and the
principles defined in the Olympic Charter and the present Code. They must not in-
terfere in the running of sports institutions. The organization and staging of sports
competitions is the exclusive responsibility of the independent sports organizations
recognized by the |IOC.

Candidatures

The members of the FITA family will, in all aspects, respect the FITA Constitution
and the Manual for cities bidding to host the World Championships. Candidate cit-
ieswill, inter aia, refrain from approaching another party, or athird authority, with
a view to obtaining any financial or political support inconsistent with the provi-
sions of the Manual.

Relation with States

The members of the FITA family will work to maintain harmonious relations with
state authorities, in accordance with the principle of universality and of political
neutrality of the World Championships. However, the spirit of humanism, fraternity
and respect for individuals which inspires the Olympic ideal requires the govern-
ments of countries that are to host the Olympic Games to undertake that their coun-
tries will scrupulously respect the fundamental principles of the Olympic Charter
and the present Code.

The members of the FITA family are free to play arole in the public life of the
states to which they belong. They may not, however, engage in any activity or fol-
low any ideology inconsistent with the principles and rules defined in the Olympic
Charter or set out in the present Code.

The members of the FITA family will endeavour to protect the environment in any
events they organize. In the context of the World Championships, they undertake to
uphold generally accepted standards for environmental protection.

Confidentiality

The members of the FITA family will not disclose information entrusted to
them in confidence. Disclosure of any information must not be for personal gain
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or benefit, nor be undertaken maliciously to damage the reputation of any per-
Son or organization.

7 Implementation

1 The FITA family will see to it that the principles and rules of the Olympic Charter
and the present Code are applied.

2. The members of the FITA family will notify the Ethics Commission of any breach
of the present Code.

3. Each year, the Ethics Commission will submit to the FITA President and Executive
Committee a report on the application of the present Code, noting any breaches of
its rules. The Ethics Commission will propose to the FITA Council sanctions that
might be taken against those responsible.

4, The Ethics Commission may set out the provisions for the implementation of the
present Code in a set of bylaws.

8 Composition of the Ethics Commission

1 The Ethics Commission is composed of the Chairperson of the Board of Justice, the
Secretary General, and one other member of the Board of Justice elected by the
Board of Justice Members.

GENERAL PRINCIPLES

The Board of Justice has five (5) members with equal prerogatives and rights. The
Chairperson has the task of organizing the work of the Board of Justice.

All Board of Justice Members must reply to the Board of Justice correspondence
within ten (10) days of its receipt. The Chairperson will establish at the beginning
of hisor her term areasonable delay for all correspondence after which a communi-
cation will be considered not answered. All Board of Justice Members are to send a
copy of their correspondence on the case to all other members.

If an action is initiated by a Member Association or a person belonging to the
Member Association to which a Board of Justice member also belongs, the Board
of Justice member will abstain from all proceedings on the matter.

If an action is initiated against a Member Association, or one of its members, to
which a member of the Board of Justice belongs, the Board of Justice member will
abstain from all proceedings on that matter.

The party responding to a charge has the right to speak last before any verdict is
given.

A tie vote will be decided by the vote of the chairperson.

INITIATION OF ACTION

Any Member Association or person entitled to do so by article 1.14.4 may initiate a
complaint through the Secretary General. The complaint must include:

* ldentification of the initiating party; name of Member Association, or the name
of the person representing the Member Association, his’her name and function
in the Member Association and the address for the correspondence.

* A clear statement of the allegations indicating the article(s) of FITA Constitu-
tion and Rules in question.

» Evidence of original documents or properly certified copies.

* Indication of the material to be provided by and clear identification of wit-
Nesses.

Any action must be initiated within one year of the decision being made or the inci-

dent occurring against which the complaint islaid.

The Secretary General will circulate to all Members of the Board of Justice any al-
legations presented to him in accordance with Article 1.14.4 and 1.14.7 including
all evidence submitted.

The Secretary General will inform the person or Member Association against whom
the allegation(s) are made of the alegation(s) brought against them. The Secretary
Genera will transmit all evidence in his possession to the party complained against
and request a statement in response including supporting evidence.

The responding party may submit to the Chairperson of the Board of Justice, with a
copy to the Secretary General, a statement supported by evidence for consideration
of the Board of Justice within thirty (30) days of receiving the allegations. A lack of
aresponse is not to be held against the responding party. A communication that no
statement has been submitted within the specified term will be circulated to al
members of the Board of Justice.

EXAMINATION OF THE ACTION

Members of the Board of Justice must advise the Chairperson whether they con-
sider the evidence submitted by both parties sufficient to judge the alegations(s) or
whether more evidence is required. They should also indicate which, if any, wit-
nesses they wish to hear.

If there is a mgjority decision that sufficient evidence is available the action will
proceed.

If there is no such majority, the Chairperson of the Board of Justice will request all
the extra evidence required by members. This evidence will be circulated to all
members of the Board of Justice and to the responding party.

Either the party subject to the complaint or the one laying the complaint may re-
guest the Board of Justice to issue an order that the other party produces documents
in its custody or under its control. The party seeking the production must demon-
strate that the documents are likely to exist and are relevant.

The responding party may submit a further statement to the Chairperson of the
Board of Justice. This further statement must be circulated to all members of the
Board of Justice asin article 2.4 above.

JUDGMENT

Members of the Board of Justice will write to the Chairperson stating whether they
consider the alegation(s) proved or not proved. If an allegation is considered
proved, the member of the Board of Justice will specify the reason for his or her
judgment and indicate the sanctions recommended. Should there be more than one
allegation, the statements will be specific for each allegation.

The Chairperson will notify the Secretary General of the results of the investigation
and the possible recommendations for sanctions.

The Secretary Genera will put the action on the Agenda of Council or Congress, as
applicable.
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APPENDIX 4

PROCEDURE FOR THE FITA JUDGE COMMITTEE

1 FITA JUDGES

11 FITA International Judges (1J) are active judges, of whom is requested an ade-
quate knowledge of at least one of the official language of FITA, appointed accord-
ing to art. 2 and fulfilling the requirements listed in art. 3.1 of this appendix.

111 No Member Association may have more than five International
Judges (including Judge Candidates).
112 International Judges will be given a photo-identification card for

use at all competitions where they are appointed. All FIT Judges
are entitled to wear the FITA Judge Badges.

113 The period of accreditation for International Judges is normally
from one Outdoor World Championships to the next Outdoor
World Championships.

114 The FITA Judge Committee will be responsible for the renewal
of International Judges accreditation. After theinitial accredita-
tion, all Judges' activity will be reviewed and they will be con-
sidered for re-accreditation at each Outdoor World Champion-
ship.

115 At least twice a year, a complete and updated list of all Judges,
including their addresses and current accreditation status will be
circulated by FITA to all Judges, Judge Candidates, Member As-
sociations and FITA Officers.

116 The Judge Committee will be responsible for regularly training
and updating International Judges.

117 Members of the FITA Judge Committee, or their delegates, will
be allowed on the shooting fields and courses of all the FITA
sanctioned events as observers in order to study judging proce-
dures and FITA Judges performances. These duties will be car-
ried out in co-operation with the Chairperson of the Tournament
Judge Commission, the DOS, the FITA Technical Delegate and
the Chairperson of the Organizing Committee.

12 FITA recognises also the following permanent honorific titles:
*  Judge Emeritus (JE)
*  Honorary Judge (HJ)
*  Judge Committee Award for Judges (JCA)

The procedures for awarding them are specified in article 5 of the present Appen-
dix.
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2 FIRST ACCREDITATION

2.1 Applications

211 Applications for International Judge must be submitted to FITA on behalf of the
applicants by their Member Associations. Member Associations may obtain appli-
cation forms from the FITA Office.

2211  Applications must indicate:

* Name of the Member Association;

» Name, gender, age and address of applicant;

» Experience, in particular, practical and technical experience
in archery and possible experience in judging in other sports;

» Experience at FITA Championships or Major Continental or
National Tournaments;

» Attendance at courses held by the FITA Judge Committee or
Continental Associations;

» Languages spoken;

e Any additional information that could assist the FITA Judge
Committee in evaluating the aptitude of the applicant.

212 Member Associations may only recommend to the Judge Committee for Interna-
tional Judge examination experienced National Judges

21.21  These National Judges must have served for a minimum of two
years,

2.1.22  Proposed candidates and their associations will regularly be ad-
vised of the Judge qualification seminars that will be organised
by FITA.

2.2 Examinations

221 The FITA Judge Committee will arrange on a regular basis seminars for nationally
recommended applicants to be examined for International Judge status.
Member Associations may request these seminars, and these requests will be coor-
dinated by their Continental Associations.
The seminars will be run in one of FITA’s official languages.

2211 The invitation to each seminar will include specification of the
language in which the seminar will be conducted.;

2212  .Awritten examination will be given to all eligible applicants at
the completion of the seminar;

2213 The evaluation of the applicants will be based on the quality of
their oral contribution to the seminar, and on the written exami-
nation;

2214  The FITA Judge Committee will notify all officially registered
applicants the results through their Member Associations.

222 The examination board will be present for the entire seminar and will be formed by
two members of the FITA Judge Committee. Failing the availability of two mem-
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bers of the Judge Committee, one of them could be replaced by the Continental Li-
aison officer or by a member of the Constitution and Rules Committee, the Target
Archery Committee or the Field Archery Committee. The Judge Committee will be
responsible for such appointment.

2.2.3 Applicants passing the seminar examination will remain Judge Candidates for at
least two years and until they have successfully served at International events rec-
ognised by FITA and where International Judges are in control.

2231 At each such event the Judge Committee will assign the Candi-
date to a senior re-accredited International Judge who will be
required to submit a report to the committee on the Candidate's
knowledge, ability and attention to the rules and procedures of
FITA.

2.3 Delayed accreditation

231 National Judges passing the seminar examination who did not apply for the Interna-
tional Judges status, or who cannot obtain it because the limitations of article 1.1.1,
may obtain their first accreditation as International Judge Candidate if they apply
within two years.

3 RE-ACCREDITATION

31 Re-appointment at the end of an accreditation period depends on fulfilling the fol-
lowing requirements.

311 Regularly responding to the mandatory re-training questions
(case studies) contained in each issue of the official Judge Com-
mittee Newsl etter.

312 Regularly responding to all official requests for Judge duty ap-
plication.

3.1.3 Making themselves available for at least one Judge duty every
two years.

314 Completing and returning, within the deadline announced, the
"Judge re-accreditation” application sent by the FITA office to
all International Judges (and Candidates) at least 60 days before
Congress.

3.15 Responding, within the deadline announced, with good quality
replies to a re-accreditation test sent by Judge Committee to all
International Judges in the second year of the accreditation pe-
riod.

3.1.6 Failing to comply with the requirements specified in articles
3.1.1 -3.1.3 will require the Judge Committee to take action:

» To place the Judge on the “ inactive list”;
* Require the Chairperson of the Judge Committee to send a
"warning of inactivity" to the Judge concerned (with a copy to
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his’Ther MA, the Continental Liaison officer of the Judge
Committee and the FITA Secretary General);

» Asking the reasons for hig’her inactivity;

« Asking for a declaration that he/she wants to go on working
asa FITA International Judge;

e Asking if the Judge concerned wishes to resign from active
judging.

3.1.7 The FITA Judge Committee will review the case again after 90
days of the notification being sent, taking into consideration also
the documentation received from the Judge concerned. If the
Judge Committee confirms its previous decision, the Judge will
be notified by the Chairperson of the Judge Committee that
hisslher name will be withdrawn from the International Judges
list after the next Outdoor World Championship. Copies of this
letter will be sent to hissher MA, the Continental Liaison officer
and the FITA Secretary General.

3.2 Re-accreditation will be denied to International Judges who are determined as being
inactive, do not apply for re-accreditation or do not pass the re-accreditation test.

HONORARY TITLES

Judge Emeritus

International Judges, who because of health or other reasons, no longer serve as
FITA Judges, but whom the FITA Judge Committee wishes to honour for their ex-
ceptional contribution to Judging and the promotion and improvement of Judging,
may be awarded with the Judge Emeritus status by the Judge Committee.

Honorary Judge

International Judges having served with honour for 15 years or more who, because
of hedlth or other reasons, are unable to comply with the requirements for re-
accreditation may be awarded with the Honorary Judge status by the Judge Com-
mittee.

Judge Committee Awarded Judge

International Judges having served for 4 years or more will received the FITA Judge
Committee Award after retirement or denia of accreditation. The award will not be
given if the accreditation has been denied for failing the re-accreditation test.

CONTINENTAL JUDGES

All Continental Associations may train and approve Continental Judges.

6.1.1 Continental Judges can serve at their tournaments that are valid
for FITA Performance Awards and World Records.

6.1.2 Training and approval procedures will be held in conformity
with the instructions of the FITA Judge Committee.

6.1.3 National Judges passing the FITA seminar examination and who
cannot obtain the International Judge status (because of article
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1.1.1 or because of language limitations) are €ligible to receive
the Continental Judge status fromtheir Continental Association.

6.1.4 Continental Judges are not listed in the FITA Judges database.
The Continental Association may submit to FITA the list of their
Continental Judges who require to receive periodical informa-
tion concerning judge training and updating.

7 NATIONAL JUDGES
7.1 All Member Associations must train and approve National Judges.

711 National Judges can serve at the Member Associations tourna-
ments that are valid for FITA Performance Awards and World
Records.

7.1.2 Training and approval procedures for National Judges will be
held in conformity with the instructions of the FITA Judge Com-
mittee.
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APPENDIX 5

ANTI-DOPING RULES (new)

(see Chapter 2 of Book1,; article 2.3)

The following rules are subject to changes of the World Anti Doping Code, the lists
published in the C& R Book are guidelines; please refer to the updated lists as ap-
proved by WADA (see: www.wada-ama.org — ‘prohibited list’)

Please refer to Article 19 of this Appendix for the definition of technical terms.

INTRODUCTION

Preface

At the 2003 FITA Congress held in New York, FITA adopted the World Anti-
Doping Code (the "Code"). These Anti-Doping Rules are adopted and implemented
in conformance with FITA's responsibilities under the Code, and are in furtherance
of FITA's continuing efforts to eradicate doping in the sport of Archery.
Anti-Doping Rules, like Competition rules, are sport rules governing the conditions
under which sport is played. Athletes accept these rules as a condition of participa
tion. Anti-Doping Rules are not intended to be subject to or limited by the require-
ments and legal standards applicable to criminal proceedings or employment mat-
ters. The policies and minimum standards set forth in the Code and implemented in
these Anti-Doping Rules represent the consensus of a broad spectrum of stake-
holders with an interest in fair sport and should be respected by all courts and adju-
dicating bodies.

Fundamental Rationale for the Code and FITA's Anti-Doping Rules

Anti-doping programs seek to preserve what is intrinsically valuable about sport.
This intrinsic value is often referred to as "the spirit of sport”; it is the essence of
Olympism; it is how we play true. The spirit of sport is the celebration of the human
spirit, body and mind, and is characterized by the following values:

»  Ethics, fair play and honesty
¢ Hedth

* Excellencein performance
»  Character and education

* Funandjoy

*  Teamwork

»  Dedication and commitment
*  Respect for rulesand laws
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* Respect for self and other participants

* Courage

e Community and solidarity

Doping is fundamentally contrary to the spirit of sport.

FITA's Anti-Doping History

FITA actively has been fighting against doping since and has been aways at the
forefront. FITA has been one of the first to test for alcohol in a systematic way.
FITA in 1998 introduced Out of Competition testing and in 1999 was the first IF to
have WADA conduct its Out of Competition testing.

Scope

These Anti-Doping Rules shall apply to FITA, each Member Association and Con-
tinental Association of FITA, and each Participant involved in the activities of
FITA or any of its affiliated Member Associations and Continental Associations, by
virtue of the Participant's membership, accreditation, or participation in FITA, its
Member Associations, Continental Associations, or their activities, International
Events or Events.

For FITA, International Events are defined as:

e Competition for World and Continental titles,

e Competition for Olympic titles,

e Competition for World Ranking,

*  Olympic Qualification Events (Continental Qualifying Tournaments),
» Archery events of Mgor Event Organizations,

* And any other Event for which FITA is the ruling body or appoints technical
officials.

All athletes entering the FITA Registered Testing Pool and all athletes being eligi-
ble for participation in FITA World Championship Events must have personally
signed the FITA Anti-Doping Agreement form in Article 20, in the actual form ap-
proved by the FITA Executive Committee. All forms from Minor applicants must
be counter-signed by their legal guardians.

It is the responsibility of each Member Association to ensure that all national-level
Testing on the Member Association’s Athletes complies with these Anti-Doping
Rules. In some cases, the Member Association itself will be conducting the Doping
Control described in these Anti-Doping Rules. In other countries, many of the Dop-
ing Control responsibilities of the Member Association have been delegated or as-
signed by statute to a National Anti-Doping Organization. In those countries, refer-
ences in these Anti-Doping Rules to the Member Association shall apply, as appli-
cable, to the Member Association's National Anti-Doping Organization.

These Anti-Doping Rules shall apply to al Doping Controls over which FITA and
its Member Associations and Continental Associations have jurisdiction.

DEFINITION OF DOPING

Doping is defined as the occurrence of one or more of the anti-doping rule viola-
tions set forth in Article 2.1 through Article 2.8 of these Anti-Doping Rules.

ANTI-DOPING RULE VIOLATIONS
The following constitute anti-doping rule violations:

The presence of a Prohibited Substance or its Metabolites or Markers
in an Athlete’s bodily Specimen

It is each Athlete’'s personal duty to ensure that no Prohibited Substance enters his
or her body. Athletes are responsible for any Prohibited Substance or its Metabo-
lites or Markers found to be present in their bodily Specimens. Accordingly, it is
not necessary that intent, fault, negligence or knowing Use on the Athlete’s part be
demonstrated in order to establish an anti-doping violation under Article 2.1.

Excepting those substances for which a quantitative reporting threshold is specifi-
caly identified in the Prohibited List, the detected presence of any quantity of a
Prohibited Substance or its Metabolites or Markers in an Athlete’'s Sample shall
constitute an anti-doping rule violation.

As an exception to the general rule of Article 2.1, the Prohibited List may establish
specia criteria for the evaluation of Prohibited Substances that can also be pro-
duced endogenously.

Use or Attempted Use of a Prohibited Substance or a Prohibited Me-
thod

The success or failure of the Use of a Prohibited Substance or Prohibited Method is
not material. It is sufficient that the Prohibited Substance or Prohibited Method was
Used or Attempted to be Used for an anti-doping rule violation to be committed.

Refusing to submit to Sample collection

Refusing or failing without compelling justification, to submit to Sample collection
after notification as authorized in these Anti-Doping Rules or otherwise evading
Sample collection.

Violation of availability for Out-of-Competition Testing

Violation of the requirements regarding Athlete availability for Out-of-Competition
Testing including failure to provide required whereabouts information set forth in
Article 5.5 (Athlete whereabouts requirements) and missed tests, which are declared
based on reasonable rules.

Tampering of Doping Control
Tampering, or Attempting to tamper, with any part of Doping Control.

Possession of Prohibited Substances and Methods

Possession by an Athlete at any time or place of a substance that is prohibited in
Out-of -Competition Testing or a Prohibited Method unless the Athlete establishes
that the Possession is pursuant to a therapeutic use exemption granted in accordance
with Article 4.4 (Therapeutic Use) or other acceptable justification.

Possession of a Prohibited Substance that is prohibited in Out-of-Competition Test-
ing or a Prohibited Method by Athlete Support Personnel in connection with an
Athlete, Event or training, unless the Athlete Support Personnel establishes that the
Possession is pursuant to a therapeutic use exemption granted to an Athlete in ac-
cordance with Article 4.4 (Therapeutic Use) or other acceptable justification.

Trafficking in any Prohibited Substance or Prohibited Method.

Administration of a Prohibited Substance

Administration or Attempted administration of a Prohibited Substance or Prohibited
Method to any Athlete, or assisting, encouraging, aiding, abetting, covering up or
any other type of complicity involving an anti-doping rule violation or any At-
tempted violation.

PROOF OF DOPING

Burdens and Standards of Proof

FITA and its Member Associations shall have the burden of establishing that an
anti-doping rule violation has occurred. The standard of proof shall be whether
FITA or its Member Associations has established an anti-doping rule violation to
the comfortable satisfaction of the hearing body bearing in mind the seriousness of
the allegation which is made. This standard of proof in all cases is greater than a
mere balance of probability but less than proof beyond a reasonable doubt. Where
these Rules place the burden of proof upon the Athlete or other Person alleged to
have committed an anti-doping rule violation to rebut a presumption or establish
specified facts or circumstances, the standard of proof shall be by a balance of
probability.

Methods of Establishing Facts and Presumptions

Facts related to anti-doping rule violations may be established by any reliable
means, including admissions. The following rules of proof shall be applicable in
doping cases:

WADA-accredited laboratories are presumed to have conducted Sample analysis
and custodial procedures in accordance with the International Standard for labora-
tory analysis. The Athlete may rebut this presumption by establishing that a depar-
ture from the International Standard occurred.

If the Athlete rebuts the preceding presumption by showing that a departure from
the International Standard occurred, then FITA or its Member Association shall

have the burden to establish that such departure did not cause the Adverse Analyti-
cal Finding.

Departures from the International Standard for Testing which did not cause an Ad-
verse Analytical Finding or other anti-doping rule violation shall not invalidate such
results. If the Athlete establishes that departures from the International Standard oc-
curred during Testing then FITA or its Member Association shall have the burden
to establish that such departures did not cause the Adverse Analytical Finding or the
factual basis for the anti-doping rule violation.

THE PROHIBITED LIST

Incorporation of the Prohibited List

These Anti-Doping Rules incorporate the Prohibited List which is published and
revised by WADA as described in Article 4.1 of the Code. FITA will make the cur-
rent Prohibited List available to each Member Association, and each Member Asso-
ciation shall ensure that the current Prohibited List is available to its members and
constituents. The Prohibited List in force is available on WADA'’s website at
www.wada-ama.org.

Prohibited Substances and Prohibited Methods Identified on the Pro-
hibited List

Unless provided otherwise in the Prohibited List and/or a revision, the Prohibited
List and revisions shall go into effect under these Anti-Doping Rules three months
after publication of the Prohibited List by WADA without requiring any further ac-
tion by FITA. As described in Article 4.2 of the Code, FITA may upon the recom-
mendation of its Medical Committee request that WADA expand the Prohibited
List for the sport of Archery or certain disciplines within the sport of Archery.
FITA may aso upon the recommendation of its Medical Committee request that
WADA include additional substances or methods, which have the potential for
abuse in the sport of archery, in the monitoring program described in Article 4.5 of
the Code. As provided in the Code, WADA shall make the final decision on such
requests by FITA.

Criteria for Including Substances and Methods on the Prohibited List
As provided in Article 4.4.3 of the Code, WADA'’s determination of the Prohibited

Substances and Prohibited Methods that will be included on the Prohibited List
shall be final and shall not be subject to challenge by an Athlete or other Person.

Therapeutic Use

Athletes with a documented medical condition requiring the use of a Prohibited
Substance or a Prohibited Method must first obtain a Therapeutic Use Exemption
("TUE").

Athletesincluded by FITA in its Registered Testing Pool and other Athletes prior to
thelr participation in any International Event must obtain a TUE from FITA (regard-
less of whether the Athlete previously has received a TUE at the nationa level).
TUEs granted by FITA shall be reported to the Athlete's Member Association and
to WADA. Other Athletes subject to Testing must obtain a TUE from their Na-
tional Anti-Doping Organization or other body designated by their Member Asso-
ciation. Member Associations shall promptly report any such TUEs to FITA and
WADA.

The FITA Executive Committee shall appoint a panel of physicians on recommen-
dation of the FITA Medica Committee to consider requests for TUEs (the "TUE
Panel™). Upon FITA's receipt of a TUE request, the Chair of the TUE Panel shall
appoint one or more members of the TUE Panel (which may include the Chair) to
consider such request. The TUE Panel member(s) so designated shall promptly
evaluate such request in accordance with the International Standard for Therapeutic
Use Exemptions and render a decision on such request, which shall be the final de-
cision of FITA.

International-Level Athletes who are included in the FITA's Registered Testing
Pool, must apply to FITA for the TUE at the same time the Athlete first provides
whereabouts information to the FITA and, except in emergency situations, no later
than 21 days before the Athlete's participation at an International Event.

Athletes participating in International Events who are not included in the FITA
Registered Testing Pool must, except in emergency situations, request a TUE from
FITA no later than 21 days before the Athlete's participation at an International
Event.

Notification may be by fax or by e-mail but must be confirmed by letter. The FITA
TUE Panel will take adecision within 10 days from receipt at the FITA Office.

WADA, at the request of an Athlete or on its own initiation, may review the grant-
ing or denial of any TUE to an International Level Athlete or a national level Ath-
lete that is included in a Registered Testing Pool. If WADA determines that the
granting or denial of a TUE did not comply with the International Standard for
Therapeutic Use Exemptions in force at the time then WADA may reverse that de-
cision. Decisionson TUE's are subject to further appeal as provided in Article 13.

S2.

The following stimulants are prohibited, including both their optical (D- and L-)
isomers where relevant:

Adrafinil, amfepramone, amiphenazole, amphetamine, amphetaminil, benzphetamine,
bromantan, carphedon, cathine, clobenzorex, cocaine, dimethylamphetamine, ephed-
rine”, etilamphetamine, etilefrine, fencamfamin, fenetylline, fenfluramine, fenpro-
porex, furfenorex, mefenorex, mephentermine, mesocarb, methamphetamine, methyl-
amphetamine, methylenedioxyamphetamine, methylenedioxymethamphetamine, me-
thylephedrine”, methylphenidate, modafinil, nikethamide, norfenfluramine, parahy-
droxyamphetamine, pemoline, phendimetrazine, phenmetrazine, phentermine, prolin-
tane, selegiline, strychnine, and other substances with similar chemical structure or simi-
lar pharmacological effects .

*  Cathineis prohibited when its concentration in urine is greater than 5 micrograms
per millilitre.

**  Each of ephedrine and methylephedrine is prohibited when its concentration in urine
is greater than 10 micrograms per millilitre.

*** The substances included in the 2004 Monitoring Program are not considered as Pro-
hibited Substances.

NARCOTICS

S3.

The following narcotics are prohibited:

buprenor phine, dextromoramide, diamor phine (heroin), hydromorphone, methadone,
mor phine, oxycodone, oxymor phone, pentazocine, pethidine.

CANNABINOIDS
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S4.

Cannabinoids (e.g. hashish, marijuana) are prohibited.

ANABOLIC AGENTS

Anabolic agents are prohibited.

Anabolic Androgenic Steroids (AAS)

Exogenous AAS including but not limited to:

androstadienone, bolasterone, boldenone, boldione, clostebol, danazol, dehydro-
chloromethyltestosterone, deltal-androstene-3,17-dione, drostanolone, drosta-
nediol, fluoxymesterone, formebolone, gestrinone, 4-hydroxytestosterone, 4-
hydroxy-19-nortestosterone, mestenolone, mesterolone, methandienone,
metenolone, methandriol, methyltestosterone, mibolerone, nandrolone, 19-
norandrostenediol,

19-norandrostenedione, norbolethone, norethandrolone, oxabolone, oxandrolo-
ne, oxymesterone, oxymetholone, quinbolone, stanozolol, stenbolone, 1-
testosterone (deltal-dihydro-testosterone), trenbolone, tetrahydrogestrinone
(THG).

Endogenous ~ AAS including but not limited to:
androstenediol, androstenedione, dehydroepiandrosterone (DHEA), dihydrotes-
tosterone, testosterone and their analogues’.

Where a Prohibited Substance (as listed above) is capable of being produced by the body
naturally, a Sample will be deemed to contain such Prohibited Substance where the con-
centration of the Prohibited Substance or its metabolites or markers and/or any other rele-
vant ratio(s) in the Athlete’ s Sample so deviates from the range of values normally found
in humans so as not to be consistent with normal endogenous production. A Sample shall
not be deemed to contain a Prohibited Substance in any such case where the Athlete
proves by evidence that the concentration of the Prohibited Substance or its metabolites or
markers and/or the relevant ratio(s) in the Athlete’' s Sampleis attributable to a pathol ogi-
cal or physiological condition. In all cases, and at any concentration, the laboratory will
report an adverse finding if, based on any reliable analytical method, it can show that the
Prohibited Substance is of exogenous origin.

If the laboratory result is not conclusive and no concentration as referred to in the above
paragraph is found, the relevant Anti-Doping Organization shall conduct a further inves-
tigation if there are serious indications, such as a comparison to reference steroid pro-
files, for a possible Use of a Prohibited Substance.

If the laboratory has reported the presence of a T/E ratio greater than six (6) to one (1) in
the urine, further investigation is obligatory in order to determine whether theratio is due
to a physiological or pathological condition.

In both cases, the investigation will include a review of any previous tests, subsequent tests
and/or results of endocrine investigations. If previous tests are not available, the Athlete
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SS.

shall undergo an endocrine investigation or be tested unannounced at least three times
within a three-month period.

Failure of the Athlete to co-operate in the investigations will result in considering the Ath-
lete’' s Sample to contain a Prohibited Substance.

Other Anabolic Agents

Clenbuterol, zeranol.

For purposes of this section:

PEPTIDE HORMONES

The following substances are prohibited, including their mimetics , analogues’ and
releasing factors:

Erythropoietin (EPO);

Growth hormone (hGH) and Insulin-like Growth Factor (IGF-1);
Chorionic Gonadotrophin (hCG) prohibited in males only;

Pituitary and synthetic gonadotrophins (LH) prohibited in males only;
Insulin;

Corticotrophins.

Unless the Athlete can demonstrate that the concentration was due to a physiological or
pathological condition, a Sample will be deemed to contain a Prohibited Substance (as
listed above) where the concentration of the Prohibited Substance or its metabolites
and/or relevant ratios or markersin the Athlete’s Sample so exceeds the range of values
normally found in humans so as not to be consistent with normal endogenous production.

The presence of analogues, mimetics, diagnostic marker(s) or releasing factors of a hor-
mone listed above or of any other finding which indicate(s) that the substance detected is
not the naturally present hormone, will be reported as an adverse analytical finding.

For purposes of this section:

* a“mimetic” is defined as a substance with pharmacological effect similar to that of an-
other substance, regardless of the fact that it has a different chemical structure.

#an "analogue" is defined as "a substance derived from the modification or alteration of the
chemical structure of another substance while retaining a similar pharmacological effect.”

BETA-2 AGONISTS

SY.

All beta-2 agonists including their D- and L- isomers are prohibited except that for-
moterol, salbutamol, salmeterol and terbutaline are permitted by inhalation only to pre-
vent and/or treat asthma and exer cise-induced asthma/broncho-constriction. A medical
notification in accordance with section 8 of the International Sandard for Therapeutic
Use Exemptionsisrequired.

Despite the granting of a TUE, when the Laboratory has reported a concentration of
salbutamol (free plus glucuronide) greater than 1000 ng/mL, thiswill be considered
as an adverse analytical finding unless the athlete proves that the abnormal result
was the consequence of the therapeutic use of inhaled salbutamol.

AGENTS WITH ANTI-OESTROGENIC ACTIVITY

S8.

Aromatase inhibitors, clomiphene, cyclofenil, tamoxifen are prohibited only in
males.

MASKING AGENTS

S.9

Masking agents are prohibited. They are products that have the potential to impair
the excretion of Prohibited Substances, to conceal their presence in urine or other
Samples used in doping control, or to change haematological parameters.

Masking agents include but are not limited to:
Diuretics , epitestosterone, probenecid, plasma expanders (e.g. dextran, hy-
droxyethyl starch.)

A medical approval in accordance with section 7 of the International Standard
for Therapeutic Use Exemptions is not valid if an Athlete’s urine contains a diu-
retic in association with threshold or sub-threshold levels of a Prohibited Sub-
stance(s).

Diureticsinclude:

acetazolamide, amiloride, bumetanide, canrenone, chlortalidone, etacrynic acid,
furosemide, indapamide, mersalyl, spironolactone, thiazides (e.g. bendroflume-
thiazide, chlorothiazide, hydrochlorothiazide) and triamterene, and other sub-
stances with similar chemical structure or similar pharmacological effects.

GLUCOCORTICOSTEROIDS

Glucocorticosteroids are prohibited when administered orally, rectally, or by intra-
venous or intramuscular administration.

All other administration routes require a medical notification in accordance with
section 8 of the International Standard for Therapeutic Use Exemptions.
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PROHIBITED METHODS

M1. ENHANCEMENT OF OXYGEN TRANSFER
The following are prohibited:

a Blood doping. Blood doping is the use of autologous, homologous or heterolo-
gous blood or red blood cell products of any origin, other than for legitimate medi-
cal treatment.

b The Use of products that enhance the uptake, transport or delivery of oxygen,
e.g. erythropoietins, modified haemoglobin products including but not limited to
haemoglobin-based blood substitutes, microencapsulated haemoglobin products,
perfluorochemicals, and efaproxiral (RSR13).

M2. PHARMACOLOGICAL, CHEMICAL AND PHYSICAL MANIPULATION
Pharmacological, chemical and physical manipulation is the Use of substances and
methods, including masking agents, which alter, attempt to alter or may reasonably
be expected to ater the integrity and validity of specimens collected in doping con-
trols.

These include but are not limited to catheterisation, urine substitution and/or tam-
pering, inhibition of renal excretion and alterations of testosterone and epitestoster-
one concentrations.

M3. GENE DOPING
Gene or cell doping is defined as the non-therapeutic use of genes, genetic elements
and/or cells that have the capacity to enhance athletic performance.

Unless otherwise specified, beta-blockers are prohibited in-Competition only, in the
following sports.

DIURETICS

Diuretics are prohibited in- and out- of competition in all sports as masking agents.
However, in the following weight-classified sports and sports where weight loss can
enhance performance, no Therapeutic Use Exemptions shall be granted for use of
diuretics.
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SPECIFIED SUBSTANCES

The WADA Code (10.3) states “ The Prohibited List may identify specified sub-
stances which are particularly susceptible to unintentional anti-doping rule viola-
tions because of their general availability in medicinal products or which are less
likely to be successfully abused as doping agents.” A doping violation involving
such substances may result in a reduced sanction as noted in the Code provided
that the “ ...Athlete can establish that the Use of such a specified substance was not
intended to enhance sport performance...”

“ ecified Substances’ are listed below:

Stimulants: ephedrine, L-methylamphetamine, methylephedrine.
Cannabinoids

Inhaled Beta-2 Agonists (except clenbuterol).

Diuretics (this does not apply to section P3).

Masking Agents: probenecid.

Beta Blockers

Glucocorticosteroids

Alcohol

PART THREE:

THE 2004 MONITORING PROGRAM

The WADA Code (4.5) states “WADA, in consultation with other Sgnatories and
governments, shall establish a monitoring program regarding substances which are
not on the Prohibited List, but which WADA wishes to monitor in order to detect
patterns of misuse in sport.”

The following substances are placed on the 2004 Monitoring List:
Stimulants: In-Competition Only: caffeine, phenylephrine, phenylpropanola-
mine, pipradrol, pseudoephedrine, syneph-

rine.

Narcotics:  In-Competition Only: morphine/codeine ratio.

TESTING

Authority to Test

All Athletes affiliated with a Member Association shall be subject to In-
Compsetition Testing by FITA, the Athlete's Member Association, and any other
Anti-Doping Organization responsible for Testing at a Competition or Event in
which they participate. All Athletes affiliated with a Member Association shall also
be subject to Out-of-Competition Testing at any time or place, with or without ad-
vance notice, by FITA, WADA, the Athlete's Member Association, the National
Anti-Doping Organization of any country where the Athlete is present, the IOC dur-
ing the Olympic Games, and the IPC during Paralympic Games.

Responsibility for FITA Testing

The FITA Medical Committee shall be responsible for overseeing all Testing con-
ducted by FITA. Testing may be conducted by members of the FITA Medica
Committee or by other qualified persons so authorized by FITA.

Testing Standards

Testing conducted by FITA and its Member Associations and Continental Associa-
tions shall be in substantial conformity with the International Standard for Testing
in force at the time of Testing (see: www.wada-ama.org).

Blood Samples may be used either to detect Prohibited Substances or Prohibited
Methods or for screening procedure purposes only. If the blood is collected for
screening only, it will have no other consequences for the Athlete other than to
identify him/her for a urine test under these anti-doping rules. In these circum-
stances, FITA may decide at its own discretion which blood parameters are to be
measured in the screening Sample and what levels of those parameters will be used
to indicate that an Athlete should be selected for aurine test.

Alcohol tests: alcohol is considered to be a doping substance. Alcohol should not be
consumed before or during a Competition.

If an alcohol test performed on an Athlete results in an Adverse Analytical Finding
before the end of an Event, the Athlete will be withdrawn from the Event and the
case will be forwarded to the Anti Doping Administrator for results management.

The alcohol test is performed by the testing of expired air.

Selection for alcometer tests will be carried out by random selection at the end of
the shooting matches or of distances shot on the same day. Athletes selected for
urine samples will also be tested for alcohol. Additional tests may be carried out at
any time during the Competition at the discretion of the doping control officer.

If the test of expired air exceeds the equivalent of a blood alcohol concentration of
0.1 promille (parts per thousand) a second test of expired air will be performed 10
minutes later using a different alcometer. If the second test of expired air still ex-
ceeds a reading equivalent to a blood alcohol concentration of 0.1 promille (parts
per thousand), thiswill result in an Adverse Analytical Finding.

Coordination of Testing

FITA and Member Associations shall promptly report completed tests to the
WADA clearinghouse to avoid unnecessary duplication in Testing.

Athlete Whereabouts Requirements

FITA has a Registered Testing Pool of those Athletes who are required to provide
up-to-date whereabouts information to FITA. FITA may revise its Registered Test-
ing Pool from time to time as appropriate. Each Athlete in the Registered Testing
Pool shall file quarterly reports with FITA on forms provided by FITA which spec-
ify on adaily basis the locations and times where the Athlete will be residing, train-
ing and competing. Athletes shall update this information as necessary so that it is
current at all times. The ultimate responsibility for providing whereabouts informa-
tion rests with each Athlete, however, it shall be the responsibility of each Member
Association to use its best efforts to assist FITA in obtaining whereabouts informa-
tion as requested by FITA.

The following are members of the FITA Registered Testing Pool:

*  From the previous World Outdoor and Indoor Target World Championships:
al individual medallists and team gold medallists in the recurve division, and
al individual medallistsin the compound division.

*  From the previous World Field Championships. women and men team gold
medallists.

* From the previous World Junior Outdoor Championships. all individua gold
medallistsin the recurve and compound divisions.

* Thetop 25 ranked Athletes of the individual World Ranking for the recurve di-
vision and the top 10 ranked Athletes of the individual World Ranking for the
Compound division.

* Inthe Olympic Qualification Period (from the World Outdoor Target Champi-
onships preceding the Olympic Games up to the Olympic Games), every Ath-
lete who has obtained a quota place for his country, regardiess whether inde-
pendently if he or she will be participating in the Olympic Games.

* The FITA Medica Committee can include any other Athlete, member of a na
tional team, in the Registered Testing Pool by written notice to the Member
Association and the Athlete concerned.

* If an Athlete no longer fulfils any of the above criteria, he will remain in the
registered testing pool until the end of the Calendar year.

The list of Athletes in the Registered Testing Pool will be available on the FITA
Website.

Any Athlete in the FITA Registered Testing Pool who is unavailable for Testing on
three attempts during any period of 12 consecutive months shall be considered to
have committed an anti-doping rule violation pursuant to Article 2.4. For each at-
tempt, the Doping Control Officer shall visit all locations during the times specified
by the Athlete for that date and shall stay two hours at each location. Notification

shall be sent to the Athlete between each attempt which is to be counted as an un-
available test.

Any Athlete in the FITA Registered Testing Pool who fails to timely submit a re-
quired quarterly whereabouts report after receipt of three formal written warnings
from FITA or a Member Association to do so in the preceding 12 months shall be
considered to have committed an anti-doping rule violation pursuant to Article 2.4.

Each Member Association shall also assist their National Anti-Doping Organization
in establishing a national level Registered Testing Pool of top-level national Ath-
letes who are not already included in FITA's Registered Testing Pool. The Member
Association/National Anti-Doping Organization may establish its own whereabouts
reporting requirements and criteria for Article 2.4 violations applicable to those
Athletes.

Whereabouts information provided pursuant to Articles 5.5.1 and 5.5.4 shal be
shared with WADA and other Anti-Doping Organizations having jurisdiction to test
an Athlete on the strict condition that it be used only for Doping Control purposes.

Retirement and Return to Competition

An Athlete who has been identified by FITA for inclusion in FITA's Registered
Testing Pool shall continue to be subject to these Anti-Doping Rules, including the
obligation to be available for No Advance Notice Out-of-Competition Testing,
unless and until the Athlete gives written notice to FITA that he or she hasretired or
until he or she no longer satisfies the criteriafor inclusion in the FITA's Registered
Testing Pool and has been so informed by FITA.

An Athlete who has given notice of retirement to FITA may not resume competing
unless he or she notifies FITA at least six months before he or she expects to return
to competition and is available for unannounced Out-of-Competition Testing, at any
time during the period before actual return to competition.

Member Associations/National Anti-Doping Organizations may establish similar
requirements for retirement and returning to competition for Athletes in the national
Registered Testing Pool.

Selection of Athletes to be Tested
At International Events, the FITA Medical Committee shall determine the number
of finishing placement tests, random tests and target tests to be performed.

At World Outdoor and Indoor Target World Championships there shall be a mini-
mum of thirty-five (35) tests of which the following are mandatory:

 Eachindividua medallistin all divisions.

e One (1) randomly chosen team member of each team medal winnersin all divi-
sions.

* Eleven (11) other tests of which two will be random and the other ones being
random or targeted by the FITA Medica Committee, being not necessarily
linked to final placements, in order to maximize the diversity of athletes tested
or based on information provided by the WADA Clearinghouse on previous
tests.

The number of tests will be determined by the FITA Medical Committee in coop-
eration with the Coordination Committee of the World Championships.

At World Outdoor Junior, Field and Ski/Archery Championships there shall be a
minimum of fifteen (15) tests of which the following are mandatory:

» Eachindividual medallist of arandomly chosen category.

e One (1) randomly chosen team member of each team meda winner of a ran-
domly chosen category.

* Nine (9) other tests of which two will be random and the other ones being ran-
dom or targeted by the FITA Medica Committee, being not necessarily linked
to final placements in order to maximize the diversity of athletes tested or
based on information provided by the WADA Clearinghouse on previous tests.

The number of tests will be determined by the FITA Medical Committee in coop-
eration with the Coordination Committee of the World Championships.

At World Championships of other disciplines there shall be a minimum of five (5)
tests. The number of tests will be determined by the Medical Committee in coopera-
tion with the Coordination Committee of the World Championships.

At Continental Qualifiers for the Olympic Games the Athletes who obtain quota
places are subject to mandatory doping testing.

At World Ranking Tournaments that have 200 preliminary registrations, there shall
be a minimum of five (5) doping tests. A minimum of five (5) doping testsis rec-
ommended for al other World Ranking Tournaments.

At Continental Championships, each Continental Association shall determine the
number of Athletes selected for testing and shall submit their plan to the FITA
Medical Committee for approval prior to the Championship.

At National Events, each Member Association shall determine the number of Ath-
letes selected for Testing in each Competition and the procedures for selecting the
Athletes for Testing.

In addition to the selection procedures set forth in Articles 5.7.1 and 5.7.2 above,
the FITA Medica Committee at International Events, and the Member Association
at National Events, may also select Athletes or teams for Target Testing so long as
such Target Testing is not used for any purpose other than legitimate Doping Con-
trol purposes.

Athletes shall be selected for Out-of-Competition Testing by the FITA Medical
Committee and by Member Associations through a process that substantially com-
plies with the International Standard for Testing in force at the time of selection.

Independent Observers

Member Associations and the organizing committees for Member Associations
Events shall provide access to Independent Observers at Events as directed by
FITA. FITA and its Continental Associations shall provide access to Independent
Observers at their respective International Events.

ANALYSIS OF SAMPLES

Doping Control Samples collected under these Anti-Doping Rules shall be analysed
in accordance with the following principles:

Use of Approved Laboratories

FITA shal send Doping Control Samples for analysis only to WADA-accredited
laboratories or as otherwise approved by WADA. The choice of the WADA-
accredited laboratory (or other method approved by WADA) used for the Sample
analysis shall be determined exclusively by FITA.

Substances Subject to Detection

Doping Control Samples shall be analysed to detect Prohibited Substances and Pro-
hibited Methods identified on the Prohibited List and other substances as may be di-
rected by WADA pursuant to the Monitoring Program described in Article 4.5 of
the Code.

Research on Samples

No Sample may be used for any purpose other than the detection of substances (or
classes of substances) or methods on the Prohibited List, or as otherwise identified
by WADA pursuant to its Monitoring Program, without the Athlete's written con-
sent.

Standards for Sample Analysis and Reporting

Laboratories shall analyse Doping Control Samples and report results in conformity
with the International Standard for Laboratory Analysis (see: www.wada-ama.org).

RESULTS MANAGEMENT

Results Management for Tests Initiated by FITA

Results management for Tests initiated by FITA (including Tests performed by
WADA pursuant to agreement with FITA) shall proceed as set forth below:

The results from al analyses must be sent to FITA in encoded form, in a report
signed by an authorised representative of the laboratory. All communication must
be conducted in such away that the results of the analyses are confidential.

Upon receipt of an A Sample Adverse Analytical Finding, the FITA Anti-Doping
Administrator shall conduct a review to determine whether: (a) an applicable thera-
peutic use exemption has been granted, or (b) there is any apparent departure from
the International Standards for Testing or Laboratory Analysis that undermines the
validity of the Adverse Analytical Finding.

If theinitial review under Article 7.1.2 does not reveal an applicable therapeutic use

exemption or departure from the International Standard for Testing or the Interna-
tional Standard for laboratory analysisin force at the time of Testing or analysis that

undermines the validity of the Adverse Analytical Finding, FITA shall promptly no-
tify the Athlete of: (a) the Adverse Analytical Finding; (b) the anti-doping rule vio-
lated, or, in a case under Articles 7.1.8 or 7.1.9, a description of the additional in-
vestigation that will be conducted as to whether there is an anti-doping rule viola-
tion; (c) the Athlete's right to promptly request the analysis of the B Sample or, fail-
ing such request, that the B Sample analysis may be deemed waived; (d) the right of
the Athlete and/or the Athlete's representative to attend the B Sample opening and
analysis if such analysisis requested; and (€) the Athlete's right to request copies of
the A and B Sample laboratory documentation package which includes information
asrequired by the International Standard for Laboratory Analysis.

Arrangements shall be made for Testing the B Sample within three weeks of the no-
tification described in Article 7.1.3. An Athlete may accept the A Sample analytical
results by waiving the requirement for B Sample analysis. FITA may nonetheless
elect to proceed with the B Sample analysis.

The Athlete and/or his representative shall be allowed to be present at the analysis
of the B Sample. Also a representative of the Athlete's Member Association as well
as arepresentative of FITA shall be allowed to be present.

If the B Sample proves negative, the entire test shall be considered negative and the
Athlete, his Member Association, and FITA shall be so informed.

If a Prohibited Substance or the Use of a Prohibited Method is identified, the find-
ings shal be reported to the Athlete, his Member Association, FITA, and to
WADA.

The FITA Anti-Doping Administrator shall conduct any follow-up investigation as
may be required by the Prohibited List. Upon completion of such follow-up investi-
gation, FITA shall promptly notify the Athlete regarding the results of the follow-up
investigation and whether or not FITA asserts that an anti-doping rule was violated.

For apparent anti-doping rule violations that do not involve Adverse Analytical
Findings, the FITA Anti-Doping Administrator shall conduct any necessary follow-
up investigation and shall then promptly notify the Athlete of the anti-doping rule
which appears to have been violated, and the basis of the violation.

Results Management for Tests Initiated During Other International
Events

Results management and the conduct of hearings from a Test by the International
Olympic Committee, the International Paraympic Committee, or a Major Event
Organization, shall be managed, as far as sanctions beyond Disqualification from
the Event or the results of the Event, by the FITA Anti-Doping Panel as defined in
Article 8.1.1 of these rules.

Results Management for Tests initiated by Member Associations

Results management conducted by Member Associations shall be consistent with
the general principles for effective and fair results management which underlie the
detailed provisions set forth in Article 7.1. Results of all Doping Controls shall be
reported to FITA within 14 days of the conclusion of the Member Association's re-
sults management process. Any apparent anti-doping rule violation by an Athlete

who is a member of that Member Association shall be promptly referred to an ap-
propriate hearing panel established pursuant to the rules of the Member Association
or national law. Apparent anti-doping rule violations by Athletes who are members
of another Member Association shall be referred to the Athlete's Member Associa-
tion for hearing.

Provisional Suspensions

The FITA Executive Committee, after consultation with the FITA Anti-Doping
Administrator, may Provisionally Suspend an Athlete prior to the opportunity for a
full hearing based on an Adverse Analytical Finding from the Athlete's A Sample or
A and B Samples and the review described in Article 7.1. If a Provisional Suspen-
sion isimposed, either the hearing in accordance with Article 8 shall be advanced to
a date which avoids substantial prejudice to the Athlete, or the Athlete shall be
given an opportunity for a Provisional Hearing before imposition of the Provisional
Suspension or on a timely basis after imposition of the Provisional Suspension.
Member Associations may impose Provisional Suspensions in accordance with the
principles set forth in this Article 7.3.

RIGHT TO A FAIR HEARING

Hearings arising out of FITA Testing or Tests at International Event, or
Major Games for sanctioning beyond disqualification.

The FITA Executive Committee shall appoint a standing panel consisting of a Chair
and five other experts with experience in anti-doping ("FITA Anti-Doping Panel™).
The Chair shall be a lawyer. Each panel member shall be independent of his Na-
tional Member Association in so far as he is not an elected officer, employee or
holds a position of responsibility within a Member Association. Each panel member
shall serve aterm of four years.

When it appears, following the Results Management process described in Article 7,
that these Anti-Doping Rules have been violated in connection with FITA Testing
or Testing a an International Event then the case shall be assigned to the FITA
Anti-Doping Panel for adjudication.

The Chair of the FITA Anti-Doping Panel shall appoint three members from the
panel (which may include the Chair) to hear each case. At least one appointed
member shall be a lawyer. The appointed members shall have had no prior in-
volvement with the case and shall not have the same nationality as the Athlete or
other Person alleged to have violated these Anti-Doping Rules.

Hearings pursuant to this Article shall be completed expeditiously following the
completion of the results management process described in Article 7. Hearings held
in connection with Events may be conducted on an expedited basis.

The Member Association of the Athlete or other Person alleged to have violated
these Anti-Doping Rules may attend the hearing as an observer.

FITA shall keep WADA fully apprised as to the status of pending cases and the re-
sult of al hearings.

An Athlete or other Person may forego a hearing by acknowledging the Anti-
Doping Rule violation and accepting Consequences consistent with Articles 9 and
10 as proposed by FITA.

Decisions of the FITA Anti-Doping Panel may be appealed to Court of Arbitration
for Sport as provided in Article 13.

Hearings Arising Out of National Testing

When it appears, following the Results Management process described in Article 7,
that these Anti-Doping Rules have been violated in connection with Testing other
than in connection with FITA Testing or Testing at an International Event, the Ath-
lete or other Person involved shall be brought before a disciplinary panel of the
Athlete or other Person's Member Association for a hearing to adjudicate whether a
violation of these Anti-Doping Rules occurred and if so what Consequences should
be imposed.

Hearings pursuant to this Article 8.2 shall be completed expeditiously and in all
cases within three months of the completion of the Results Management process de-
scribed in Article 7. Hearings held in connection with Events may be conducted by
an expedited process. If the completion of the hearing is delayed beyond three
months, FITA may elect to bring the case directly before the FITA Anti-Doping
Panel at the responsibility and at the expense of the Member Association.

Member Associations shall keep FITA and WADA fully apprised as to the status of
pending cases and the results of al hearings.

FITA and WADA shall have the right to attend hearings as an observer.

The Athlete or other Person may forego a hearing by acknowledging the violation
of these Anti-Doping Rules and accepting Consequences consistent with Articles 9
and 10 as proposed by the Member Association.

Decisions by Member Associations, whether as the result of a hearing or the Athlete
or other Person's acceptance of Consequences, may be appealed as provided in Ar-
ticle 13.

Hearing decisions by the Member Association shall not be subject to further admin-
istrative review at the national level except as provided in Article 13 or required by
applicable national law.

Principles for a Fair Hearing

All hearings pursuant to either Article 8.1 or 8.2 shall respect the following princi-
ples:

* A timely hearing;
e Fair and impartia hearing body;
* Theright to be represented by counsel at the Person's own expense;

* Theright to be fairly and timely informed of the asserted anti-doping rule vio-
lation;
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* The right to respond to the asserted anti-doping rule violation and resulting
Consequences;

* Theright of each party to present evidence, including the right to call and ques-
tion witnesses (subject to the hearing body's discretion to accept testimony by
telephone or written submission);

* The Person's right to an interpreter at the hearing, with the Anti-Doping Panel
to determine the identity, and responsibility for the cost of the interpreter; and

» A timely, written, reasoned decision.

9 AUTOMATIC DISQUALIFICATION OF INDIVIDUAL RESULTS

A violation of these Anti-Doping Rules in connection with an In-Competition test
automatically leads to Disgualification of the individual result obtained in that
Competition with all resulting consequences, including forfeiture of any medals,
points and prizes.

10 SANCTIONS ON INDIVIDUALS

10.1 Disqualification of Results in Event during which an Anti-Doping Rule
Violation occurs

An Anti-Doping Rule violation occurring during or in connection with an Event
may lead to Disqualification of all of the Athlete'sindividual results obtained in that
Event with all consequences, including forfeiture of all medals, points and prizes,
except as provided in Article 10.1.1.

10.1.1  If the Athlete establishes that he or she bears No Fault or Negligence for the viola-
tion, the Athlete's individual results in the other Competition shall not be Disquali-
fied unless the Athlete's results in Competition other than the Competition in which
the anti-doping rule violation occurred were likely to have been affected by the Ath-
lete's anti-doping rule violation.

10.2 Imposition of Ineligibility for Prohibited Substances and Prohibited
Methods

Except for the specified substances identified in Article 10.3, the period of Ineligi-
bility imposed for a violation of Article 2.1 (presence of Prohibited Substance or its
Metabolites or Markers), Article 2.2 (Use or Attempted Use of Prohibited Sub-
stance or Prohibited Method) and Article 2.6 (Possession of Prohibited Substances
and Methods) shall be:

» Firstviolation: Two (2) years Ingligibility.
»  Second violation: Lifetime Ineligibility.

However, the Athlete or other Person shall have the opportunity in each case, before
aperiod of Indigibility isimposed, to establish the basis for eliminating or reducing
this sanction as provided in Article 10.5.

Specified Substances

The Prohibited List may identify specified substances which are particularly suscep-
tible to unintentional anti-doping rules violations because of their general availabil-
ity in medicinal products or which are less likely to be successfully abused as dop-
ing agents. Where an Athlete can establish that the Use of such a specified sub-
stance was not intended to enhance sport performance, the period of Ineligibility
found in Article 10.2 shall be replaced with the following:

e Firstviolation: At a minimum, a warning and reprimand and no period of
Ineligibility from future Events, and at a maximum, one (1) year's Indligibility.

e Secondviolation: Two (2) years Indligibility.

e Thirdviolation: Lifetime Indigibility.

However, the Athlete or other Person shall have the opportunity in each case, before
aperiod of Indigibility isimposed, to establish the basis for eliminating or reducing
(in the case of a second or third violation) this sanction as provided in Article 10.5.

Ineligibility for Other Anti-Doping Rule Violations
The period of Ineligibility for other violations of these Anti-Doping Rules shall be:

For violations of Article 2.3 (refusing or failing to submit to Sample collection) or
Article 2.5 (Tampering with Doping Contral), the Ineligibility periods set forth in
Article 10.2 shall apply.

For violations of Article 2.7 (Trafficking) or Article 2.8 (administration of Prohib-
ited Substance or Prohibited Method), the period of Ineligibility imposed shall be a
minimum of four (4) years up to lifetime Ineligibility. An anti-doping rule violation
involving a Minor shall be considered a particularly serious violation, and, if com-
mitted by Athlete Support Personnel for violations other than specified substances
referenced in Article 10.3, shall result in lifetime Ineligibility for such Athlete Sup-
port Personnel. In addition, violations of such Articles which also violate non-
sporting laws and regulations, may be reported to the competent administrative,
professional or judicial authorities.

For violations of Article 2.4 (Whereabouts Violations or Missed Tests), the period
of Ineligibility shall be:

» Firstviolation: Three (3) monthsto one (1) year Ineligibility.
*  Second and subsequent violations:.  Two (2) years Ineligibility.

Elimination or Reduction of Period of Ineligibility Based on Excep-
tional Circumstances

If the Athlete establishes in an individual case involving an anti-doping rule viola-
tion under Article 2.1 (presence of Prohibited Substance or its Metabolites or Mark-
ers) or Use of a Prohibited Substance or Prohibited Method under Article 2.2 that
he or she bears No Fault or Negligence for the violation, the otherwise applicable

period of Indligibility shal be eliminated. When a Prohibited Substance or its
Markers or Metabolites is detected in an Athlete's Specimen in violation of Article
2.1 (presence of Prohibited Substance), the Athlete must also establish how the
Prohibited Substance entered his or her system in order to have the period of Ineli-
gibility eliminated. In the event this Article is applied and the period of Ineligibility
otherwise applicable is eliminated, the anti-doping rule violation shall not be con-
sidered a violation for the limited purpose of determining the period of Indigibility
for multiple violations under Article 10.2, 10.3 and 10.6.

This Article 10.5.2 applies only to anti-doping rule violations involving Article 2.1
(presence of Prohibited Substance or its Metabolites or Markers), Use of a Prohib-
ited Substance or Prohibited Method under Article 2.2, failing to submit to Sample
collection under Article 2.3, or administration of a Prohibited Substance or Prohib-
ited Method under Article 2.8. If an Athlete establishesin an individual caseinvolv-
ing such violations that he or she bears No Significant Fault or Negligence, then the
period of Indigibility may be reduced, but the reduced period of Ineligibility may
not be less than one-half of the minimum period of Ineligibility otherwise applica-
ble. If the otherwise applicable period of Ineligibility is a lifetime, the reduced pe-
riod under this section may be no less than 8 years. When a Prohibited Substance or
its Markers or Metabolites is detected in an Athlete's Specimen in violation of Arti-
cle 2.1 (presence of Prohibited Substance), the Athlete must also establish how the
Prohibited Substance entered his or her system in order to have the period of Ineli-
gibility reduced.

The FITA Council upon recommendation of the Anti-Doping Panel may also re-
duce the period of Ineligibility in an individual case where the Athlete has provided
substantial assistance to FITA which resultsin FITA discovering or establishing an
anti-doping rule violation by another Person involving Possession under Article
2.6.2 (Possession by Athlete Support Personnel), Article 2.7 (Trafficking), or Arti-
cle 2.8 (administration to an Athlete). The reduced period of Ineligibility may not,
however, be less than one-half of the minimum period of Ineligibility otherwise ap-
plicable. If the otherwise applicable period of Ineligibility is alifetime, the reduced
period under this Article may be no less than 8 years.

Rules for Certain Potential Multiple Violations

For purposes of imposing sanctions under Article 10.2, 10.3 and 10.4, a second
anti-doping rule violation may be considered for purposes of imposing sanctions
only if the FITA (or its Member Association) can establish that the Athlete or other
Person committed the second anti-doping rule violation after the Athlete or other
Person received notice, or after FITA (or its Member Association) made a reason-
able attempt to give notice, of the first anti-doping rule violation; If FITA (or its
Member Association) cannot establish this, the violations shall be considered as one
single first violation, and the sanction imposed shall be based on the violation that
carries the more severe sanction.

Where an Athlete, based on the same Doping Contral, is found to have committed
an anti-doping rule violation involving both a specified substance under Article
10.3 and another Prohibited Substance or Prohibited Method, the Athlete shall be
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considered to have committed a single anti-doping rule violation, but the sanction
imposed shall be based on the Prohibited Substance or Prohibited Method that car-
ries the most severe sanction.

10.6.3  Where an Athlete is found to have committed two separate anti-doping rule viola-
tions, one involving a specified substance governed by the sanctions set forth in Ar-
ticle 10.3 (specified substances) and the other involving a Prohibited Substance or
Prohibited Method governed by the sanctions set forth in Article 10.2 or aviolation
governed by the sanctions in Article 10.4.1, the period of Ineligibility imposed for
the second offence shall be at a minimum two years' Ineligibility and at a maximum
three years' Inéligibility. Any Athlete found to have committed a third anti-doping
rule violation involving any combination of specified substances under Article 10.3
and any other anti-doping rule violation under Article 10.2 or 10.4.1 shall receive a
sanction of lifetime Indligibility.

10.7 Disqualification of Results in Competitions Subsequent to Sample
Collection

In addition to the automatic Disqualification of the results in the Competition which
produced the positive Sample under Article 9 (Automatic Disqualification of Indi-
vidual Results), all other competitive results obtained from the date a positive Sam-
ple was collected (whether In-Competition or Out-of-Competition), or other doping
violation occurred, through the commencement of any Provisional Suspension or
Ineligibility period, shall, unless fairness requires otherwise, be Disqualified with
al of the resulting consequences including forfeiture of any medals, points and
prizes.

10.8 Commencement of Ineligibility Period

The period of Inéligibility shall start on the date of the hearing decision providing
for Ineligibility or, if the hearing is waived, on the date Ineligibility is accepted or
otherwise imposed. Any period of Provisional Suspension (whether imposed or
voluntarily accepted) shall be credited against the total period of Ineligibility to be
served. Where required by fairness, such as delays in the hearing process or other
aspects of Doping Control not attributable to the Athlete, FITA or the Anti-Doping
Organization imposing the sanction may start the period of Ineligibility at an earlier
date commencing as early as the date of Sample collection.

10.9 Status During Ineligibility

No Person who has been declared Ineligible may, during the period of Indigibility,
participate in any capacity in an Event or activity (other than authorized anti-doping
education or rehabilitation programs) authorized or organized by FITA or any
Member Association. In addition, for any anti-doping rule violation not involving
specified substances described in Article 10.3, some or all sport-related financia
support or other sport-related benefits received by such Person will be withheld by
FITA and its Member Associations. A Person subject to a period of Inéligibility
longer than four years may, after completing four years of the period of Indligibility,
participate in local sport events in a sport other than sports subject to the jurisdic-
tions of FITA and its Member Associations, but only so long as the local sport

event isnot at alevel that could otherwise qualify such Person directly or indirectly
to compete in (or accumulate points toward) a national championship or Interna-
tional Event.

Reinstatement Testing

As a condition to regaining €ligibility at the end of a specified period of Indligibil-
ity, an Athlete must, during any period of Provisional Suspension or Ineligibility,
make him or herself available for Out-of-Competition Testing by FITA, the appli-
cable Member Association, and any other Anti-Doping Organization having Testing
jurisdiction, and must provide current and accurate whereabouts information as
provided in Article 5.5. If an Athlete subject to a period of Ineligibility retires from
gport and is removed from Out-of-Competition Testing pools and later seeks rein-
statement, the Athlete shall not be digible for reinstatement until the Athlete has
notified FITA and the applicable Member Association and has been subject to Out-
of-Competition Testing for a period of time equal to the longer of the period set
forth in Article 5.6 or the period of Ineligibility remaining as of the date the Athlete
had retired. During such remaining period of Ineligibility, a minimum of 2 tests
must be conducted on the Athlete with at |east three months between each test. The
Member Association shall be responsible for conducting the necessary tests, but
tests by any Anti-Doping Organization may be used to satisfy the requirement. The
results of such tests shall be reported to FITA. Once the period of an Athlete's sus-
pension has expired, and the Athlete has fulfilled the conditions of reinstatement,
then the Athlete will become automatically re-eligible and no application by the
Athlete or by the Athlete's Member Association will then be necessary.

CONSEQUENCES TO TEAMS

If amember of ateam is found to have committed a violation of these Anti-Doping
Rules during an Event, the team shall be Disqualified from the Event.

SANCTIONS AND COSTS ASSESSED AGAINST MEMBER
ASSOCIATIONS

The FITA Council has the authority to withhold some or all funding or other non-
financial support to Member Associations that are not in compliance with these
Anti-Doping Rules.

Member Associations not complying with FITA Anti-Doping Rules will be obliged
by FITA Council to reimburse FITA for all costs (including but not limited to labo-
ratory fees, hearing expenses and travel) related to a violation of these Anti-Doping
Rules committed by an Athlete or other Person affiliated with that Member Asso-
ciation. All costs linked to the B-sample analysis are at the charge of the athlete
unless the B-test proves to be negative.

FITA Council upon recommendation of its Anti-Doping Administrator may decide
to take additional disciplinary action against Member Associations with respect to
recognition, the eigibility of its officials and athletes to participate in International
Events and fines based on the following:

Four or more violations of these Anti-Doping Rules (other than violations involving
Articles 2.4 and 10.3) are committed by Athletes or other Persons affiliated with a
Member Association within a 12-month period in testing conducted by FITA or
Anti-Doping Organizations other than the Member Association or its National Anti-
Doping Organization.

More than one Athlete or another Person from a Member Association commit an
Anti-Doping Rule violation during an International Event.

A Member Association has failed to make diligent efforts to keep FITA informed
about an Athlete's whereabouts after receiving a request for that information from
FITA.

APPEALS

Decisions Subject to Appeal

Decisions made under these Anti-Doping Rules may be appealed as set forth below
in Article 13.2 through 13.4. Such decisions shall remain in effect while under ap-
peal unless the appellate body orders otherwise. Before an appea is commenced,
any post-decision review authorized in Article 8.2 (8.2.1-8.2.7) must be exhausted.

Appeals against decisions regarding Anti-Doping Rule violations,
Consequences, and Provisional Suspensions

A decision that an anti-doping rule violation was committed, a decision imposing
Conseguences for an anti-doping rule violation, a decision that no anti-doping rule
violation was committed, a decision that FITA or its Member Association lacks ju-
risdiction to rule on an alleged anti-doping rule violation or its Consequences, and a
decision to impose a Provisional Suspension as a result of a Provisional Hearing or
otherwise in violation of Article 7.4 may be appealed exclusively as provided in this
Article 13.2. Notwithstanding any other provision herein, the only Person that may
appeal from a Provisional Suspension is the Athlete or other Person upon whom the
Provisional Suspension isimposed.

In cases arising from competition in an International Event or in cases involving In-
ternational-Level Athletes, the decision may be appealed exclusively to the Court of
Arbitration for Sport ("CAS") in accordance with the provisions applicable before
such court.

In cases involving Athletes that do not have a right to appeal under Article 13.2.1,
each Member Association shall have in place an appeal procedure that respects the
following principles: atimely hearing; afair and impartial hearing body; the right to
be represented by a counsdl at the person’s expense; and a timely, written, reasoned

decision. FITA’s rights of appeal with respect to these cases are set forth in Article
13.2.3 below.

In cases under Article 13.2.1, the following parties shall have the right to appeal to
CAS: (a) the Athlete or other Person who is the subject of the decision being ap-
pealed; (b) the other party to the case in which the decision was rendered; (c) FITA
and any other Anti-Doping Organization under whose rules a sanction could have
been imposed; (d) the International Olympic Committee or International Paralympic
Committee, as applicable, where the decision may have an effect in relation to the
Olympic Games or Paralympic Games, including decisions affecting digibility for
the Olympic Games or Paralympic Games; and (€) WADA. In cases under Article
13.2.2, the parties having the right to appeal to the national-level reviewing body
shall be as provided in the Member Association's rules but, at a minimum, shall in-
clude: (a) the Athlete or other Person who is the subject of the decision being ap-
pealed; (b) the other party to the case in which the decision was rendered; (c) FITA;
and (d) WADA. For cases under Article 13.2.2, WADA and FITA shall aso have
the right to appeal to CAS with respect to the decision of the national-level review-
ing body.

Appeals against decisions granting or denying a Therapeutic Use Ex-
emption

Decisions by WADA reversing the grant or denial of a TUE exemption may be ap-
pealed exclusively to CAS by the Athlete, FITA, or National Anti-Doping Organi-
zation or other body designated by a Member Association which granted or denied
the exemption. Decisions to deny therapeutic use exemptions, and which are not re-
versed by WADA, may be appealed by International-Level Athletesto CAS and by
other Athletes to the national level reviewing body described in Article 13.2.2. If
the national level reviewing body reverses the decision to deny atherapeutic use ex-
emption, that decision may be appealed to CAS by WADA.

Appeals against decisions pursuant to Article 12

Decisions by FITA pursuant to Article 12 may be appealed exclusively to CAS by
the Member Association.

Time for Filing Appeals

The time to file an appeal to CAS shall be twenty-one (21) days from the date of re-

ceipt of the decision by the appealing party. The above notwithstanding, the follow-

ing shall apply in connection with appeals filed by a party entitled to appeal but

which was not a party to the proceedings having led to the decision subject to ap-

pedl:

e @) Within ten (10) days from notice of the decision, such party/ies shall have
the right to request from the body having issued the decision a copy of the file
on which such body relied;

* b) If such arequest is made within the ten-day period, then the party making
such request shall have twenty-one (21) days from receipt of the file to file an
appeal to CAS.
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14 MEMBER ASSOCIATIONS AND FITA ANTI-DOPING RULES

14.1 Incorporation of FITA Anti-Doping Rules

All Member Associations shall comply with these Anti-Doping Rules. These Anti-
Doping Rules shall aso be incorporated either directly or by reference into each
Member Associations Rules. All Member Associations shall include in their regula-
tions the procedura rules necessary to effectively implement these Anti-Doping
Rules. Each Member Association shall obtain the written acknowledgement and
agreement, in the form attached as Article 20, of all National Team Member Ath-
letes subject to Doping Control and Athlete Support Personnel for such Athletes.
Notwithstanding whether or not the required form has been signed, the Rules of
each Member Association shall specifically provide that all Athletes, Athlete Sup-
port Personnel and other Persons under the jurisdiction of the Member Association
shall be bound by these Anti-Doping Rules.

14.2 Statistical Reporting

Member Associations shall report to FITA at the end of every year results of all
Doping Controls within their jurisdiction sorted by Athlete and identifying each
date on which the Athlete was tested, the entity conducting the test, and whether the
test was In-Competition or Out-of-Competition. FITA may periodically publish
Testing data received from Member Associations as well as comparable data from
Testing under FITA's jurisdiction.

14.3 Doping Control Information Clearing House

When a Member Association has received an Adverse Analytical Finding on one of
its Athletes it shall report the following information to FITA and WADA within
fourteen (14) days of the process described in Article 7.1.2 and 7.1.3: the Athlete’s
name, country, sport and discipline within the sport, whether the test was In-
Competition or Out-of-Competition, the date of Sample collection and the analyti-
cal result reported by the laboratory. The Member Association shall also regularly
update FITA and WADA on the status and findings of any review or proceedings
conducted pursuant to Article 7 (Results Management), Article 8 (Right to a Fair
Hearing) or Article 13 (Appeals), and comparable information shall be provided to
FITA and WADA within 14 days of the notification described in Article 7.1.9, with
respect to other violations of these Anti-Doping Rules. In any case in which the pe-
riod of Ineligibility is eliminated under Article 10.5.1 (No Fault or Negligence) or
reduced under Article 10.5.2 (No Significant Fault or Negligence), FITA and
WAUDA shall be provided with a written reasoned decision explaining the basis for
the elimination or reduction. Neither FITA nor WADA shall disclose this informa-
tion beyond those persons within their organisations with a need to know until the
Member Association has made public disclosure or has failed to make public dis-
closure asrequired in Article 14.4 below.

14.4 Public Disclosure

Neither FITA nor its Member Association shall publicly identify Athletes whose
Samples have resulted in Adverse Analytical Findings, or who were alleged to have

violated other Articles of these Anti-Doping Rules until it has been determined in a
hearing in accordance with Article 8 that an anti-doping rule violation has occurred,
or such hearing has been waived, or the assertion of an anti-doping rule violation
has not been timely chalenged or the Athlete has been Provisionally Suspended.
Once a violation of these Anti-Doping Rules has been established, it shall be pub-
licly reported within 20 days.

Recognition of Decisions by FITA and Member Associations

Any decision of FITA or aMember Association regarding a violation of these Anti-
Doping Rules shall be recognized by all Member Associations, which shall take all
necessary action to render such decisions effective.

RECOGNITION OF DECISIONS BY OTHER ORGANIZATIONS

Subject to the right to appeal provided in Article 13, the Testing, therapeutic use
exemptions and hearing results or other final adjudications of any Signatory to the
Code which are consistent with the Code and are within the Signatory’s authority,
shall be recognized and respected by FITA and its Member Associations. FITA and
its Member Associations may recognize the same actions of other bodies which
have not accepted the Code if the rules of those bodies are otherwise consistent with
the Code.

Where it is contended that the actions of a Signatory or other body were not in con-
formity with the Code the FITA Executive Committee may decide to recognize the
decision as fina or it may decide to forward the matter to the FITA Anti-Doping
Panel in accordance with Article 8.

Any athlete being or becoming a member of a Member Association must disclose to
the Member Association any positive test result for which he/she has been sanc-
tioned by any National, Regional, Continental or International Sports organisation,
the IOC or any Governments or Governments' Agencies.

STATUTE OF LIMITATIONS

No action may be commenced under these Anti-Doping Rules against an Athlete or
other Person for a violation of an anti-doping rule contained in these Anti-Doping
Rules unless such action is commenced within eight years from the date the viola-
tion occurred.

FITA'S COMPLIANCE REPORTS TO WADA

FITA will report to WADA on FITA's compliance with the Code every two years
and shall explain reasons for any non-compliance.

AMENDMENT AND INTERPRETATION
OF ANTI-DOPING RULES

These Anti-Doping Rules are by-laws under the FITA Constitution and may be
amended from time to time by FITA Council.

Except as provided in Article 18.5 and the FITA Constitution and Rules Book,
these Anti-Doping Rules shall be interpreted as an independent and autonomous
text and not by reference to existing law or statutes.

The headings used for the various Parts and Articles of these Anti-Doping Rules are
for convenience only and shall not be deemed part of the substance of these Anti-
Doping Rules or to affect in any way the language of the provisions to which they
refer.

The INTRODUCTION and the following Article 19 DEFINITIONS shall be con-
sidered integral parts of these Anti-Doping Rules.

These Anti-Doping Rules have been adopted pursuant to the applicable provisions
of the Code and shall be interpreted in a manner that is consistent with the applica-
ble provisions of the Code. The comments annotating various provisions of the
Code may, where applicable, assist in the understanding and interpretation of these
Anti-Doping Rules.

Notice to an Athlete or other Person who is a member of a Member Association
may be accomplished by delivery of the notice to the Member Association.

These Anti-Doping Rules shall not apply retrospectively to matters pending before
the date these Anti-Doping Rules come into effect.

FITA CONSTITUTION AND RULES

19 DEFINITIONS

Adverse Analytical Finding:

A report from a laboratory or other approved Testing entity that identifies in a
Specimen the presence of a Prohibited Substance or its Metabolites or Markers
(including elevated quantities of endogenous substances) or evidence of the Use of
a Prohibited Method.

Anti-Doping Administrator:
The FITA Anti-Doping Administrator is a Person in charge of management and

administration of anti-doping matters, who is nominated by the Executive Commit-
tee upon recommendation of the Executive Director.
Anti-Doping Organization:

A Signatory that is responsible for adopting rules for initiating, implementing or
enforcing any part of the Doping Control process. This includes, for example, the
International Olympic Committee, the International Paralympic Committee, and
other Major Event Organizations that conduct Testing at their Events, WADA,
International Federations, and National Anti-Doping Organizations.

Athlete: For purposes of Doping Control, any Person who participates in sport at the interna-
tional level (as defined by each International Federation) or national level (as de-
fined by each National Anti-Doping Organization) and any additional Person who
participates in sport at a lower level if designated by the Person's National Anti-
Doping Organization. For purposes of anti-doping information and education, any
Person who participates in sport under the authority of any Signatory, government,
or other sports organization accepting the Code.

Athlete Support Personnel:

Any coach, trainer, manager, agent, team staff, official, medical or para-medical
personnel working with or treating Athletes participating in or preparing for sports
competition.

Attempt:_Purposely engaging in conduct that constitutes a substantial step in a course of con-
duct planned to culminate in the commission of an anti-doping rule violation. Pro-
vided, however, there shall be no anti-doping rule violation based solely on an At-
tempt to commit a violation IF the Person renounces the attempt prior to it being
discovered by athird party not involved in the Attempt.

Code:  The World Anti-Doping Code.
Competition:

A singlerace, match, game or singular athletic contest.
Consequences of Anti-Doping Rules Violations:

An Athlete's or other Person's violation of an anti-doping rule may result in one or
more of the following: (a) Disqualification means the Athlete’ s results in a particu-
lar Competition or Event are invalidated, with all resulting consequences including
forfeiture of any medals, points and prizes; (b) Ineligibility means the Athlete or
other Person is barred for a specified period of time from participating in any Com-
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petition or other activity or funding as provided in Article10.9; [and
(c) Provisional Suspension means the Athlete or other Person is barred temporarily
from participating in any Competition prior to the final decision at a hearing con-
ducted under Article 8 (Right to a Fair Hearing).]

Disqualification:
See Consequences of Anti-Doping Rules Violations above.

Doping Control:

The process including test distribution planning, Sample collection and handling,
laboratory analysis, results management, hearings and appeals.

Event: A seriesof individual Competitions conducted together under one ruling.
In-Competition:
For purposes of differentiating between In-Competition and Out-of-Competition
Testing, unless provided otherwise in the rules of an International Federation or

other relevant Anti-Doping Organization, an In-Competition test is atest where an
Athlete is selected for testing in connection with a specific Competition.

For purposes of In-Competition testing, the competition starts the day after the
opening ceremony or on the first day of competition whichever comes first and ends
on the last day of the competion after the testing for that competition has been com-
pleted.”

Independent Observer Program:

A team of observers, under the supervision of WADA, who observe the Doping
Control process at certain Events and report on observations. IF WADA is testing
In-Competition at an Event, the observers shall be supervised by an independent
organization.

Ineligibility:
See Consequences of Anti-Doping Rules Violations above.
International Event:

An Event where the International Olympic Committee, the International Paralym-
pic Committee, an International Federation, a Major Event Organization, or an-
other international sport organization is the ruling body for the Event or appoints
the technical officials for the Event.

FITA International Events are defined as follows:

e Competition for World and Continental titles,

e Competition for Olympic titles,

e Competition for World Ranking,

e Olympic Qualification Events (Continental Qualifying Tournaments),
» Archery events of Mgor Event Organizations,

* And any other Event for which FITA is the ruling body or appoints technical
officials.
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International-L evel Athlete:
Athletes designated by one or more International Federations as being within the
Registered Testing Pool for an International Federation.

International Standard:

A standard adopted by WADA in support of the Code. Compliance with an Interna-
tional Standard (as opposed to another alternative standard, practice or procedure)
shall be sufficient to conclude that the procedures addressed by the International
Standard were performed properly.

Major Event Organizations:
This term refers to the continental associations of National Olympic Committees
and other international multi-sport organizations that function as the ruling body for
any continental, regional or other I nternational Event.

Marker: A compound, group of compounds or biological parameters that indicates the Use
of a Prohibited Substance or Prohibited Method.

Member Association:
A national or regional entity which is a member of or is recognized by FITA asthe
entity governing archery in that nation or region.

Metabolite:
Any substance produced by a biotransformation process.

Minor: A natural Person who has not reached the age of majority as established by the ap-
plicable laws of hisor her country of residence.

National Anti-Doping Organization:
The entity(ies) designated by each country as possessing the primary authority and
responsibility to adopt and implement anti-doping rules, direct the collection of
Samples, the management of test results, and the conduct of hearings, al at the na-
tiona level. IF this designation has not been made by the competent public author-
ity(ies), the entity shall be the country's National Olympic Committee or its desig-
nee.

National Event:
A sport Event involving international or national-level Athletes that is not an In-
ternational Event.

National Olympic Committee:

The organization recognized by the International Olympic Committee. The term
National Olympic Committee shall aso include the National Sport Confederation
in those countries where the National Sport Confederation assumes typical National
Olympic Committee responsibilities in the anti-doping area.

No Advance Notice:

A Doping Control which takes place with no advance warning to the Athlete and
where the Athlete is continuously chaperoned from the moment of notification
through Sample provision.
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No Fault or Negligence:

The Athlete's establishing that he or she did not know or suspect, and could not rea-
sonably have known or suspected even with the exercise of utmost caution, that he
or she had Used or been administered the Prohibited Substance or Prohibited
Method.

No Significant Fault or Negligence:

The Athlete's establishing that his or her fault or negligence, when viewed in the to-
tality of the circumstances and taking into account the criteria for No Fault or Neg-
ligence, was not significant in relationship to the anti-doping rule violation.

Out-of-Competition:

Any Doping Control which is not I n-Competition.
Participant:

Any Athlete or Athlete Support Personnel.
Person: A natural Person or an organization or other entity.
Possession:

The actual, physical possession, or the constructive possession (which shall be
found only IF the person has exclusive control over the Prohibited Sub-
stance/M ethod or the premises in which a Prohibited Substance/Method exists);
provided, however, that IF the person does not have exclusive control over the Pro-
hibited Substance/Method or the premises in which a Prohibited Substance/Method
exists, constructive possession shall only be found if the person knew about the
presence of the Prohibited Substance/Method and intended to exercise control over
it. Provided, however, there shall be no anti-doping rule violation based solely on
possession IF, prior to receiving notification of any kind that the Person has com-
mitted an anti-doping rule violation, the Person has taken concrete action demon-
strating that the Person no longer intends to have Possession and has renounced the
Per son's previous Possession.

Prohibited List:
The List identifying the Prohibited Substances and Prohibited M ethods.
Prohibited Method:
Any method so described on the Prohibited List.
Prohibited Substance:
Any substance so described on the Prohibited List.
Provisional Hearing:

For purposes of Article 7.5, an expedited abbreviated hearing occurring prior to a
hearing under Article 8 (Right to a Fair Hearing) that provides the Athlete with no-
tice and an opportunity to be heard in either written or oral form.

Provisional Suspension:
See Consequences above.
Publicly Disclose or Publicly Report:
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To disseminate or distribute information to the general public or persons beyond
those persons entitled to earlier notification in accordance with Article 14.

Registered Testing Pool:
The pool of top level Athletes established separately by each International Federa-
tion and National Anti-Doping Organization who are subject to both In-
Competition and Out-of-Competition Testing as part of that International Federa-
tion's or Organization's test distribution plan.

Sample/Specimen:
Any biological material collected for the purposes of Doping Control.

Signatories:
Those entities signing the Code and agreeing to comply with the Code, including
the International Olympic Committee, International Federations, Internationa Para-
lympic Committee, National Olympic Committees, National Paralympic Commit-
tees, Major Event Organizations, National Anti-Doping Organizations, and
WADA.

Tampering:
Altering for an improper purpose or in an improper way; bringing improper influ-
ence to bear; interfering improperly to alter results or prevent normal procedures
from occurring.

Target Testing:
Selection of Athletes for Testing where specific Athletes or groups of Athletes are
selected on a non-random basis for Testing at a specified time.

Team Sport:
A sport in which the substitution of Athletesis permitted during a Competition.

Testing: The parts of the Doping Control process involving test distribution planning,
Sample collection, Sample handling, and Sample transport to the laboratory.

Trafficking:
To sell, give, administer, transport, send, deliver or distribute a Prohibited Sub-
stance or Prohibited Method to an Athlete either directly or through one or more
third parties, but excluding the sale or distribution (by medical personnel or by Per -
sons other than an Athlete's Support Personnel) of a Prohibited Substance for
genuine and legal therapeutic purposes.

Use The application, ingestion, injection or consumption by any means whatsoever of
any Prohibited Substance or Prohibited Method.

WADA: TheWorld Anti-Doping Agency.

The above Guidelines were adopted by Council at a meeting held 28-29
January, 1989 in Lausanne, Switzerland and updated in the Council meeting
held 29-30 January, 1999. They will not be taken as automatic criteria and
Council will review every case proposed checking its correspondence to the
Guidelines. Council will also update these Guidelines, if and when, the need

arises.
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APPENDIX 7

Since this appendix is based on the Olympic Charter which is changed in between Congresses
of FITA this appendix will be considered as a bylaw to the FITA Constitution knowing that
Council and Congress are in this respect bound to the decisions of the IOC and that changes
will only be able to be made by the IOC and not the FITA Congress.

OLYMPIC CHARTER RULE 45
ELIGIBILITY CODE

(From the Olympic Charter 2003 Edition)

To be eligible for participation in the Olympic Games, a competitor, coach, trainer
or official must comply with the Olympic Charter as well as with the rules of the In-
ternational Federation concerned as approved by the International Olympic Com-
mittee and the athlete, coach or trainer must be entered by his National Olympic
Committee. The above noted persons must must notably:

» Respect the spirit of fair play and non violence, and behave accordingly on the

sportsfield;
* Respect and comply in all aspects with the World Anti-Doping Code.

BYE-LAW TO RULE 45

1 Each International Federation establishes its sport's own eligibility criteriain accor-
dance with the Olympic Charter. Such criteria must be submitted to the Interna-
tional Olympic Committee Board for approval.

2. The application of the eligibility criterialies with the International Federations, their
affiliated national federations and the National Olympic Committees in the fields of
their respective responsibilities.

3. Except as permitted by the IOC Executive Board, no athlete, coach, trainer or offi-
cia who participate in the Olympic Games may allow his person, name, picture or
sports performances to be used for advertising purposes during the Olympic Games.

4. The entry or participation of an athlete in the Olympic games shall not be condi-
tional on any financial consideration.
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OLYMPIC CHARTER RULE 61
PROPAGANDA AND ADVERTISING

(From the Olympic Charter 2003 Edition)

1 No kind of demonstration or political, religious or racial propagandais permitted in
the Olympic areas.

No form of publicity shall be allowed in and above the stadia and other competition
areas which are considered as part of the Olympic sites.

Commercial installations and advertising signs shall not be allowed in the stadia,
nor in the other sports grounds.

2. The 10C Executive Board alone has the competence to determine the principles and
conditions under which any form of publicity may be authorized.

BYE-LAW TO RULE 61

1 No form of publicity or propaganda, commercial or otherwise, may appear on
sportswear, accessories or, more generally, on any article of clothing or equipment
whatsoever worn or used by the athletes or other participants in the Olympic
Games, except for the identification - as defined in paragraph 8 below - of the
manufacturer of the article or equipment concerned, provided that such identifica-
tion shall not be marked conspicuously for advertising purposes.

Outline criteria are given below:

1.1 Theidentification of the manufacturer shall not appear more than once per item
of clothing or equipment.

1.2 Equipment: any manufacturer identification that is greater than 10% of the sur-
face area of the equipment that is exposed during competition shall be deemed
to be marked conspicuously. However, there shall be no manufacturer identifi-
cation greater than 60 cm?.

1.3 Headgear (e.g. hats, helmets, sunglasses, goggles) and gloves: Any identifica-
tion of manufacturer over 6 cm? shall be deemed to be marked conspicuously.

1.4 Clothing: (e.g. T-shirts, shorts, sweat tops and sweat pants) Manufacturer iden-
tification which is greater than 12 cm? shall be deemed to be marked conspicu-
ougdly.

1.5 Shoes: it is acceptable that there appear the normal distinctive design pattern of
the manufacturer. The manufacturer's name and/or logo may also appear, up to
amaximum of 6 cm?, either as part of the normal distinctive design pattern or
independent of the normal distinctive design pattern.
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1.6 In case of special rules established by an International Sports Federation, ex-
ceptions to the rules mentioned above can be approved by the Executive Board
of the IOC.

Any violations of the provisions of the present clause shall result in disqualification

or the withdrawal of accreditation of the person concerned. The decisions of the

IOC Executive Board regarding this matter shall be final.

The numbers worn by athletes may not display publicity of any kind and must bear
the Olympic emblem of the OCOG.

To be valid, al contracts of the OCOG containing any element whatsoever of ad-
vertising, including the right or license to use the emblem or the mascot of the
Olympic Games, must be in conformity with the Olympic Charter and must comply
with the instructions given by the IOC Executive Board. The same shall apply to
contracts relating to the timing equipment, the scoreboards, and to the injection of
any identification signal in television programs. Breaches of these regulations come
under the authority of the IOC Executive Board.

Any mascot created for the Olympic Games shall be considered to be an Olympic
emblem, the design of which must be submitted by the OCOG to the IOC Executive
Board for its approval. Such mascot may not be used for commercial purposes in
the country of an NOC without the latter's prior written approval.

The OCOG shall ensure the protection of the property of the emblem and the mas-
cot of the Olympic Games for the benefit of the IOC, both nationally and interna-
tionally. However, the OCOG aone and, after the OCOG has wound up, the NOC
of the host country, may exploit such emblem and mascot, as well as other marks,
designs, badges, posters, objects and documents connected with the Olympic
Games during their preparation, during their holding and during a period terminat-
ing not later than the end of the calendar year during which such Olympic Games
are held. Upon the expiry of this period, all rights in or relating to such emblem,
mascot and other marks, designs, badges, posters, objects and documents shall
thereafter belong entirely to the IOC. The OCOC and/ or the NOC, as the case may
be and to the extent necessary, shall act as trustees (in a fiduciary capacity) for the
sole benefit of the IOC in this respect.

The provisions of this bye-law also apply, mutatis mutandis, to all contracts signed
by the organizing committee of an I0C Session or an Olympic Congress.

The uniforms of the athletes and of all persons holding an official position may in-
clude the flag or their NOC Olympic emblem or, with the consent of the OCOG, the
OCOG Olympic emblem. The IF officials may wear the uniform and the emblem of
their federations.

The identification on al technical gear, installations and other apparatus, which are
neither worn nor used by athletes or other participants at the Olympic Games, in-
cluding timing equipment and scoreboards, may on no account be larger than 1/10
th of the height of the equipment, installation or apparatus in question, and shall not
be greater than 10 centimeters high.
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8. The word "identification" means the normal display of the name, designation,
trademark, logo or any other distinctive sign of the manufacturer of the item, ap-

pearing not more than once per item.

ARCHERY EXEMPTION

The permitted exception to paragraph 1.1 of the By-Law to Rule 61 for archery is
that the manufacturer’s identification can appear on the bow (on the handle and on
each limb on both sides) and the stabilizers.
